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During that period, Addameer built an emergency plan that helped to regulate work and activities in face of the aforementioned challenges.
Addameer succeeded in fulfilling its annual work plan and regular activities as planned.

On March 2018, Addameer finalized its risk management policy. The document lists the threats and risks that could pose challenges to Adda-
meer as an organization working in the defence of human rights in occupied Palestine. The nature of Addameer’s work in defending the rights
of Palestinian political prisoners and detainees in Israeli and PA prisons subject the association to a variety of risks that aim atimpeding its work.

During the recent years, Addameer was regularly subject to the following forms of Israeli- led attacks:

m Issuing ban orders on lawyers’ visits;

m Issuing gag orders prohibiting lawyers and their representative organizations from publishing any information about detainees in interrogation;
m Raiding Addameer Office to steal material and equipment;

m Arresting Addameer staff member;

m Imposing travel bans against Addameer staff members;

m Launching smear campaigns of false accusation, defamation and incitement against Addameer and its staff

These attacks target the credibility and reputation of the entire Palestinian human rights civil society organizations including Addameer.
These attacks aim to silence, delegitimize and de- fund Palestinian Human Rights CSOs particularly ones considered as the most
prominent in exposing Israeli violations and crimes. Palestinian human rights organizations are working in raising- awareness at the local
and international level to put an end to these attacks and preventing any possible repercussions that may result from these attacks.



Output Funding opportunities are diversified and increased

33

Addameer managed to secure its annual budget for the year 2019. Nevertheless, Addameer remains subject to the financial instability due to the
shrinking funding space to Palestinian human rights civil society organisations that mostly affect the core fund. The majority of donor funds provide
financial grants to specific projects. This limits Addameer flexibility in responding to urgent events pertinent to Palestinian political prisoners such as
hunger strikes or other issues that require immediate planning and response to legal monitoring and protection as well as advocacy. The shrinking
space of core- fund is the biggest challenge most Palestinian human rights civil society organizations currently face. This challenge is also associated
with Israeli-led attacks against Palestinian human rights CSOs.

Despite the continuous Israeli-led attempts addressed to the international partners of Addameer that employs de- funding strategies. Addameer
has strengthened its existing relations with current partners and further established new relations with new partners, among them are new funders.

Addameer has received approval for its project application from the Barcelona Municipality and the Basque Cooperation Agency for Development.
Both projects last for two years (2020 to 2021). These projects are the only confirmed funding for the proposed project period of 2021. Addameer
will also rely on its strategic partners to secure its annual financial budget for 2021. These include mainly the Irish Aid and the Swiss Development
Cooperation (SDC).

Challenges and Risks:

The Israeli occupation authorities and its affiliated bodies continued to conduct different shapes of attacks against Palestinian human rights
organizations that work in exposing the Israeli crimes and violations against the rights of Palestinian people, and seek to hold the Israeli per-
petrators accountable at the international legal organizations and UN relevant entities. During 2019, the Israeli campaign against Palestinian
human rights CSOs escalated targeting the work of the most prominent organizations and their staff, this campaign also incorporated de-fund-
ing strategies through exercising pressure on the international partners and donors of Palestinian CSOs aimed at suspending these relations.

Addameer, as one of the Palestinian human rights organizations, witnessed different forms of attacks including defamation, hate speech and
incitement. Furthermore, the Israeli occupation forces raided the office of Addameer on 19 September 2019 and stolen five laptops, memory
cards and other office equipment. In addition, the legal coordinator of Addameer who was held in administrative detention since his arrest on
9 September 2018, received during 2020 two renewal orders of his detention period for six and four months, respectively.

Addameer witnessed an emergency period during the last quarter of 2019. The mass cases of torture has realigned Addameer legal priorities
considering the challenges it faced in monitoring and documenting these cases. More than 200 ban orders on lawyers’ visits were issued
against 50 detainees in interrogation. Addameer was also subject to 4 gag orders that prohibited it from publishing any information regarding
a group of political detainees. These orders impeded Addameer from monitoring human rights violations and advocating for the purpose of
seeking accountability of the committed violations.



Output Addameer governance system is improved

3.2

During the year, the Administrative and Financial Unit focused on ensuring and maintaining an adequate working environment sup-
portive of Addameer staff. Addameer made available to the staff all the administrative and financial requirements to support conduct-
ing their activities, as well as the office equipment and others. Consequently, establishing a path to efficiently and effectively achieve
Addameer’s annual goals.

At the administrative level, Addameer agreed to conduct its regular update meetings with the staff weekly instead of a monthly
basis. During the year, Addameer conducted 25 internal meetings that included the internal workshops to build the 2020 work plan
and strategy. Moreover, Addameer conducted its semi-annual evaluation of all units and its working staff during the first two weeks
of June. Each employee attended an interview and received an assessment of their administrative skills, work-related issues, time
management, and overall progress.

At the financial level, the unit followed up regularly with the banks regarding its financial accounts. In addition, by October 2019, Add-
ameer Board of Directors upgraded Addameer’s salary scale and approved a new one. The assessment entailed an internal evaluation
of Addameer’s staff, considering the qualifications and years of experience.

In terms of feasibility, the formulation of Addameer activities were part of the strategic lines of Addameer Administrative and Finan-
cial Unit. The necessary resources, both human and material, for its development, as well as the economic resources necessary for
contracting personnel and purchase of materials were identified based on financial legal standards. As shown in the attached finan-
cial report, a high percentage of the budgeted amount was used to cover the human resources needs for the execution of Addameer
activities mainly due to the nature of Addameer as a service-oriented organization.

The payment of salaries is budgeted based on the new salary scale mentioned above. The budget of materials and all other expenses
have been budgeted based on the current prices in the market.

Despite the challenges Addameer faced during the year, the activities were implemented in accordance to the work plan and the
designated timeframe. The activity performance indicators showed that expected results had exceeded the outputs according to the
yearly work plan indicators.



In addition, Addameer staff participated in the following external trainings:

m The Advocacy Unit participated in a training organized by the UN Human Rights Commission on submission of individual complaints via the UN
Special Procedures mechanisms; The legal researcher participated in a workshop in London on the issue of psychological torture.

m The Advocacy Unit participated in a two-day workshop on International Advocacy organized by the ‘Makan’ organizations.

m The Advocacy Unit participated in a workshop organized by the ICHR on preparing shadow reports submission to CERD ‘the International Con-
vention on the Elimination of all Forms of Racial Discrimination’.

Building Addameer human resources and recruitment

The high turnover among the staff of the Advocacy Unit remains a challenge for Addameer. During the year, Addameer hired four new
employees, including: a media officer, a local advocacy officer and a unit coordinator for the Advocacy Unit, and a legal researcher for
the Documentation and Research Unit. During the year, the three new Advocacy Unit employees required thorough follow-up and su-
pervision in order to assist and supply them with the needed apparatus for their daily tasks. In addition, Addameer hosted five interns
and volunteers who contributed to the daily work of Addameer through specific assigned tasks. These particular tasks are carefully
chosen to provide an informative and learning experience to the interns while also supporting the accomplishment of Addameer.



Outcome 3: Addameer institutional capacity is strengthened to
achieve its goals efficiently and effectively

Output Capacities of Addameer are enhanced

3.1

Every year, Addameer conducts collective and focus group meetings to build its yearly work plan. The Administrative and Financial
Unit consults with all Addameer units to develop a capacity-building plan for the new year based on the needs and identification of
each unit.

As part of Addameer efforts to build a network of organizations that provide services to ex-female prisoners, including psychosocial
support. Addameer organized two trainings for its staff on the issue of psychological torture, as follow:

m Training on Psychological Torture
(Dr. Samah Jaber, a local psychology expert, delivered the training to the entire Addameer staff).
m Training on legal standards and best- practices of documentation of Psychological Torture

(Dr. Samah Jaber delivered the training to the Research and Documentation Unit, Legal Unit and Advocacy Unit staff).

The two trainings were conducted by Dr. Samah Jaber, who is considered one of the key-local-experts on issues of psychological
torture. The second training was targeted for the team of lawyers, in order to guide them on mechanisms and standards of docu-
mentation and best practices with regards to victims of torture among prisoners. The training equipped the team of lawyers, field
researchers and documentation staff with the necessary tools and knowledge to address cases of torture for monitoring and docu-
mentation purposes, while ensuring that they are causing no harm.

Between September and December 2019, Addameer witnessed an emergency situation which imposed psychological stress on the
staff. The emergency situation resulted from the increase of torture cases and the continuous Israeli-led campaign against Addameer.
Hence, Addameer arranged for an open-day with retreat activities that were led by psychological expert Dr. Laila Atshan. The activ-
ities aimed to help the staff release the stress they experienced during the emergency period. The Psychological expert selected a
place in the nature for the day.



Output Female detainees and ex- detainees are accompanied with
2.3 psychosocial support

In its regular legal and documentation work, Addameer encountered several remarks, suggestions and comments regarding the need
to address ex- female prisoners with psychosocial services. Particularly considering the social and psychological challenges faced by
ex- female prisoners upon their release. Addameer also noticed the lack of special intervention programs addressing this particular
group of ex-female prisoners, considering that this small category among ex-prisoners is distributed in different areas.

Therefore, Addameer decided to lead an initiative to induce engagements and interactions among ex-female prisoners and special-
ized organizations, and experts in psychosocial support. Addameer arranged two focus- group workshops with 35 former female
detainees from different geographical and age groups. Addameer invited two psychological experts to lead the sessions. Prior to the
workshops, Addameer organized meetings with the experts and members of relevant specialized organizations to provide psycholog-
ical support to discuss and build the workshops’ structure.

The first session was supervised by expert Hanan Abu Gosh to assess the social needs and the second session was supervised by Dr.
Samah Jaber to assess the psychological needs.

Following the sessions, Addameer received the two experts’ reports and arranged meetings with them to analyze the needs-assess-
ment, and build and develop a special program addressing the psychological and social needs of ex-female prisoners. Bearing in mind
that such type of service does not fall within the expertise of Addameer, hence there is a need to cooperate with relevant specialized
organizations. Importantly, the main objective of Addameer is to lead the initiative of building a network of organizations which pro-
vide different services to Palestinian ex-female prisoners including psychosocial, legal, vocational and educational support.



Birzeit University

Addameer and the Law Faculty of Birzeit University jointly organized a two-day program that addressed law students. Addameer
conducted training sessions for law students at Birzeit University in November 2018.During 2019, it continued its training program
with the student group comprised of 30 persons by organizing two visits in March to attend court sessions in Ofer Israeli military
court. Upon completing the training program, Addameer and the Head of Law department provided certifications of attendance to
the students who participated in the training program.

During the year, Addameer and Birzeit University strengthened and systemized their cooperation. Consequently, Addameer will be
continuously providing two trainings per semester to law students.

Towards the end of 2019, Addameer and the Birzeit University Law Faculty opened a call for registration for the next round of the
program and more than 60 law students registered. This increasing number of interested law students indicate the success of Add-
ameer training program; however, as the training program includes workshops and practical trainings, it is difficult to take in such a
big number. Therefore, Addameer decided to divide the workshop into two sessions. The first training, attended by 55 students, was
about the legal procedures implemented in Israeli military courts. The second training, attended by 25 students, included a lecture
and a workshop on international standards of documentation.



Output
2.2

Capacities and engagement of law students and the community are enhanced

Addameer provides training to undergraduate law students in local Palestinian universities. These trainings are delivered by Add-
ameer lawyers that have accumulated strong expertise, knowledge and practice of law before Israeli military and civil courts. The
lawyers share their knowledge with Palestinian law students to equip them with the relevant information about legal procedures in
the Israeli military and civil courts, monitoring and documentation standards, and many legal issues pertinent to Palestinian political
prisoners and, particularly administrative detainees. During the reporting period, Addameer conducted one training session in Al-
Quds University and two sessions at Birzeit University to a total of 97 students.

Attending sessions in Israeli military courts

Addameer coordinates for students to attend sessions before the Israeli military courts. One of Addameer lawyers accompany the

group of students and explain to them the legal procedures in a practical way as it happens.

The Legal Clinic of Al- Quds University

As part of its annual cooperation with the legal clinic at Al- Quds University, Addameer Director and the Coordinator of the Documen-
tation and Research Unit provided a training to 17 law students for four hours.




Participating in Al- Dheisheh Camp Solidarity Tent: The Addama’er Youth Group participated in a solidarity tent in Al-Dheisheh refu-
gee camp with Palestinian hunger strikers inside the Israeli prisons of which they also distributed the posters and banners.

Collecting letters from Families of prisoners: Addama’er youth group collected 20 letters from the families of prisoners in order to
display them in an exhibition or certain activity.

Painting a Solidarity Mural: Addama’er youth group worked in painting a mural in the town of Halhul near Hebron city. The painting
symbolizes the steadfastness of the Palestinian political prisoners against the injustice they face.

Designing solidarity posters: Addama’er youth group designed and printed 2 banners and 1 poster. They printed 100 copies of the
poster and banners and used them for the advocacy and community- awareness activities.

In addition, the youth group of Addama’er participated in many Addameer Documentation and Awareness activities. For instance,
they attended several interviews held by Addameer field researchers with families of prisoners and ex-prisoners to document their
arrest experience. These activities empowered Addama’er youth group to practice their skills in documentation and the best stan-
dards of documentation with cases of victims of torture.
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Addama’er Youth Training Program

During the year, Addama’er youth group participated in 15 activities of a total of 90 training hours that included meetings, seminars,
workshops and public activities. These activities aimed to build communication skills, networking skills, initiate and manage advocacy
campaigns, as well as trainings on the basic human rights, focusing on the civil and political rights under international conventions.

Addameer supervised the Addama’er youth group to empower the participants to serve their communities through initiatives they
build and implement under the supervision of Addameer. The youth group organized and participated in the following activities:

Entertainment day for children of prisoners: Addameer organized three activities addressed to children of Palestinian political prison-
ers and children living in areas where arrest forms part of their daily reality. Addameer organized entertainment- day for children in
three areas in the district of hebron, Al- Arub refugee camp, Al- Fawar refugee camp and Duwra village. These events were composed
of entertainment activities of theater play, games. Addameer also distributed publicity materials including posters, hats, bags and
water bottles.

Outcome 2: The Palestinian society and institutions are empowered and
mobilized to respect and protect human rights

Output Capacities and engagement of youth are enhanced

2.1

As part of its social responsibility, Addameer Training and Awareness (T&A) Unit targets Palestinian society in cities, villages and refu-
gees’ camps particularly through contributing to activate the role of youth within their communities to promote and protect human
rights. Addameer also seeks to work in collaboration with community- based organizations through strengthening its presence on the
ground with different public activities and events and ensuring the role of youth in carrying out these activities.

During 2019, the T&A Unit employed different media instruments to strengthen its awareness objectives towards Palestinian society.
For this purpose, the T&A Unit produced Radio spots to disseminate facts and rights- awareness among Palestinians.

There are three main programs that fall under the T&A unit, as follows:

Know your Rights Program

During the year, Addameer conducted 11 public sessions of the know your rights program in different villages, refugee camps and
cities of the West Bank and Jerusalem. These sessions were coordinated by the T&A Unit and delivered by Addameer lawyers to 409
participants including 192 females and 191 children. The purpose of these sessions is to raise awareness among Palestinians about
their rights during the different phases of arrest. The importance of these sessions lies in reaching out to Palestinians at risk of arrest
and providing them with self- protection tools through raising their awareness about their rights as detainees. Every month, Adda-
meer identifies the most targeted area in terms of arrest and conducts a know your rights session in that area.

These sessions significantly help Addameer in strengthening its relations with CBOs and Palestinian communities in different areas
in the West Bank and Jerusalem. Addameer also published five Radio spots via Raya FM to raise awareness among wider number
of Palestinians on their rights as detainees. Each Radio spot was broadcasted 4 times a day for one-minute length. The Radio spots
highlighted the basic rights of detainees in interrogation, the right to remain silent, the right to consult a lawyer and demand a legal
aid as well as the right not to sign a paper written in a language not comprehensible by the detainees.



Addameer in Berlin:

The Berlin tour included seven meetings and one public meeting that was attended by 25 people and organized in cooperation with
Palestinian activists based in Berlin. The meetings were made with officer’s assistants to MPs from German leftists’ parties, former
director of HBS office in Ramallah, Rosa Luxembourg office in Berlin, the European Center for Constitutional and Human Rights, the
Director of the Middle East at HBS, and Dr. Muriel Asseburg from Think Tank SWP.

Addameer realized the importance of raising-awareness at the German media level on issues related to Palestinian political prison-
ers; torture and ill- treatment, arrests of activists, human rights defenders and children. In addition to coordinating with other Pales-
tinian human rights organizations to launch joint advocacy campaigns in Germany, Belgium and other EU member- states.

United States

During the year, Addameer conducted an advocacy tour to the United States for 12 days between 15- 27 October. The international
advocacy officer conducted several meetings and visits to different U.S universities, organizations, and solidarity groups. Moreover,
the officer participated in various public events that were conducted in universities and community areas. Addameer friends and
partners in U.S significantly helped in organizing these activities. In addition, Addameer participated in 8 interviews with local radio
stations and attended 7 meetings with its friends and partners including (New York: JVP, SJP, Columbia law school, Adalah NY, Adalah
Justice project), (Bay Area: Women'’s coalition, critical resistance, fire storm, freedom archives, GUPS, MECA, PYM, PAN, AROC), (Chi-
cago: USPCN, SJP, the Arab American Cultural Center at UIC university). In these meetings, Addameer and its partners discussed the
activities planned for the tour as well as ideas for future collaborations and joint campaigning.

Advocacy in Spain

Addameer organized a two-week advocacy and speaking tour to Spain that included visits to Catalonia, the Basque Country and Ma-
drid. Addameer participated in several events in Barcelona and other cities and met with human rights organizations, participation
in conferences, press interviews and public events. Addameer and Badil jointly conducted joint activities and attended meetings
together for one week during the tour. In Catalonia, Addameer strengthened its relationship with the Barcelona Municipality and
its partners from the International Cooperation Department. Furthermore, Addameer attended meetings with members from the
‘Podemos’ and the socialist parties as well as the Committee of Organizations working for Palestine. In Madrid, Addameer attended
meetings with members from the Spanish Parliament, the Paz con Dignidad organizations that assisted Addameer in coordinating the
tour. In the Basque country, Addameer attended meetings with its partners in the Basque Agency for International Cooperation, the
Donosti Municipality and CAF Union of Workers.



International Events

Every year, Addameer receives invites to participate in various activities, workshops, conferences and events from different interna-
tional organizations. It is difficult for Addameer to accept all the invitations. However, it takes part in some of them. During the year,
Addameer participated in six international events, as follow:

m Participation in an event in Amman organized by the BDS supporters.

m Monitoring the trial court of the President of Catalonia and several parliamentarians and leaders and civil society actors from Catalonia to
guarantee fair trial standards.

m Participation in three speaking tours in France.

m Participation in an event in Turkey on the issue of solitary confinement and hunger strikes.

In addition, Addameer helped organize and prepare for seven international events conducted during the Prisoner Day, on 17 April, of
which three vents took place in the U.S, two in Spain and one in France and Belgium.

Advocacy and Speaking tours

During the year, Addameer conducted three advocacy tours to Spain, the United States, Germany and Belgium. They aimed to raise
awareness on the issue of Palestinian political prisoners and the systematic Israeli led-attacks against Palestinian human rights civil
society organizations. In these tours, Addameer succeeded in building new relations with human rights organizations, unions and
solidarity groups as well as strengthening its existing ties with its partners and friends in these countries.

In these advocacy and speaking tours, Addameer raised- awareness about the reality of the Palestinian political prisoners’ issue and
the violations of their rights. Further, Addameer shed a light on the challenges of its work in defending their rights as a result of the
continuous Israeli led- attacks against Palestinian human rights CSOs.

Addameer in Brussels:

Addameer, represented by the director, Ms. Sahar Francis, carried out an advocacy trip to the. Addameer organized a four-day visit to
the European Parliament in coordination with the European Coordination of Committees and Associations for Palestine (ECCP). The
trip included 14 meetings with the European Parliament members from various committees, groups and parties. Addameer called for
a serious discussion on these issues in the EU Parliament, and called on member-states to adopt effective measures to ensure Israel’s
compliance with its obligations under international law.



In addition, Addameer monitored a significant increase in the interactions and engagements with its publications on social media
platforms, through likes, retweets, comments and sharing the publications. Addameer considers its social media platforms as crucial
tools to support its ongoing campaigns and strategy to advocate for the rights of Palestinian political prisoners at the local and inter-
national levels considering it as an effective tool to reach a wide audience in a very short time. Therefore, Addameer used its social
media platforms to help disseminate its publications of studies and reports as well as to introduce the audience about its work in
defending Palestinian political prisoners.

Advocacy at the EU level and Representative Offices to the PA

Addameer organized and participated in a number of 12 meetings with representative offices to the Palestinian Authority. Addameer
participated in discussions with the officers, political consultors and heads of representative offices and embassies of France, UK,
Germany, Sweden, Argentina and Brazil.

Furthermore, Addameer attended a meeting organized by the Palestinian Liberation Organization in Ramallah with the German
Minister of Human Rights and members of the German Green Party. Addameer director presented a brief about the reality of Pal-
estinian political prisoners and the Israeli arbitrary policy of arrest. Several representative offices attended the meeting. In addition,
Addameer participated in different events organized by the U.K representative office and E.U member-states representative offices.

Addameer, Al- Hag and Palestinian Human Rights Organizations Council organized a meeting with E.U representative offices following
the Israeli raid to Addameer office of which they informed the participants on the Israeli- led attacks against Palestinian civil society
organizations.

Addameer also sent seven letters to representative offices of E.U countries of which three letters addressed the issue of administra-
tive detainees on hunger strike while the rest addressed the issue of the IOF raid on Addameer office, the severe torture inflicted
upon a specific detainee as well as the Gag orders.

Advocacy at the level of local and international human rights organizations:

During the year, the Advocacy Unit worked with different local and international human rights organizations. The joint work included
coordinating advocacy tours, supporting Addameer campaigns and publishing joint press releases. Addameer conducted joint activ-
ities and advocacy tours with its local partners of human rights organizations such as Al- Haqg, Badil and Defense for Children Inter-
national- Palestine. Addameer coordinated its participation at the UN Human Rights Council Session with Palestinian Human Rights
Organizations Council. Addameer also participated in several meetings with the UN Office of High Commissioner of Human Rights,
the Red Cross, Amnesty International, Human Rights Watch and others.



Infographics and Prisoners’ Cards: As part of the Addameer advocacy unit goals to promote the issue of Palestinian political prisoners
using all possible tools, Addameer published during the year 14 infographics and 20 prisoner card that briefly explore the specific
information regarding the prisoners’ issue. These publications were shared at Addameer website and social media platforms.

Films: Addameer produced two short films during the year. The first film covered the issue of torture during interrogations entitled
“Methods of Torture and Inhuman Treatment at Al- Moscobiyeh Interrogation Center”. The film was produced in Arabic, Spanish,
Catalan and English languages. Furthermore, Addameer produced a second film that sheds a light on facts about administrative de-
tainees.

Addameer Website and Social Media Platforms:

Addameer continued to update and develop its website and social media platforms to support their promotion for the purpose of
raising- awareness on the issue of Palestinian political prisoners at the local and international levels.

Addameer website

By the end of 2019, the number of Addameer website users reached 7548 users who explored a total of 15,110 of Addameer web-
sites in Arabic, English and Spanish. Addameer activated its Spanish website throughout the year through uploading increasing num-
bers of materials translated to Spanish, including prisoners’ profiles, factsheets, press- releases and statistics on prisoners.

Addameer social media platforms

Instagram Account: In October 2019, Addameer created an Instagram account that significantly supported Addameer in reaching-
out to a wider audience at the local and international level, particularly among youth. Addameer used the account to disseminate in-
formation and facts about prisoners’ issue. During the year Addameer published 51 posts on its new Instagram account of which the
number of followers reached by the end of the year and only within three months since the creation of the account to 1210 followers.

Twitter Account: In 2019, Addameer activated its Twitter account through publishing 340 posts. The numbers of followers increased
from 19 to 22 thousand only between 1 January to 31 December 2019.

Facebook pages: During the year, 6556 new users followed Addameer Facebook page in Arabic increasing the total number of users
to 22,589 while 700 new users followed Addameer Facebook page in English increasing the total number of users to 28,829. The
Facebook Statistics of Addameer pages show that Addameer published a total of 555 posts at its Facebook pages in both English and
Arabic of which the majority of followers were from the Palestinians of the 48 Territories, the West bank and Gaza, the United States,
UK, France, Italy, Jordan, Egypt and Spain, respectively.



During the year, Addameer aimed to expand its audience at the local and international levels for the objective of raising- awareness
on the issue of the plight of Palestinian prisoners and detainees inside Israeli prisons. For this purpose, Addameer employed various
instruments, as follows:

Quarterly/ Monthly newsletters: Since years Addameer was publishing a quarterly newsletter. Since October 2019, Addameer decid-
ed to produce the newsletter on a monthly basis for the purpose of comprehensively covering the different aspects pertinent to the
issue of Palestinian political prisoners. As so, the Advocacy unit published 3 quarterly newsletters and 3 monthly newsletters in 2019.

Press- interviews: During the year, the team of Addameer participated in 161 interviews with local and international press and media
agencies. This increasing number of media requests for interviews reflect the credibility of Addameer as a key source of information.
In addition, Addameer organized and participated in three media conferences, as follows:

m The first conference was held on 23 January 2019 in partnership with the High Commission of Detainees & Ex- Detainees Affairs and the Pris-
oner’s Club, covering the attacks against prisoners during the Israeli Special Forces Unit ‘Metsada’ raid to Ofar prison.

m The second Conference was held on 19 September 2019 in partnership with PHROC and PNGO, covering the issue of the |OF raid to Addameer
office.

m The third conference was held on 23 December in partnership with Al- Hag organization and Amnesty International, covering the issue of
increasing case of torture at Al- Moscobiyeh interrogation center.

Press- releases/ News-items: Addameer published 91 press- releases and news- items during the year in both Arabic and
English languages, 10 press- releases were also translated to Spanish language.

During the year, Addameer published materials were referenced in 418 times in Arabic sources and 482 media outlets in
English sources and other languages.

Radio Episodes: the advocacy unit produced three radio episodes during the year as part of its efforts to strengthen its advocacy at
the local level. The Radio episodes were broadcasted at the local radio stations of which two were broadcasted via ‘Raya FM’ and one
via ‘Voice of Palestine’. The episodes covered the issue of the Israeli deliberate policy of medical neglect and the increasing use of
torture against detainees as well as the case of administrative detainees in hunger strike. The episodes hosted ex- political prisoners,
and experts from Addameer, the Physicians for Human Rights (PHR) organizations and YMCA.

Prisoners’ Profiles: Addameer published seven new prisoners’ profiles in the form of study- cases of which seven were published in Arabic
and five were translated to English and two to Spanish language. The seven prisoners’ profiles included three female and four male prisoners.

Factsheets: The advocacy unit published 8 factsheets in 2019 of which three were translated to English and two to Spanish language.
The factsheets covered the most urgent and critical events surrounding the Palestinian political prisoner’s issue. This includes the
policy of targeting HRDs through arrest, the detention conditions of female and child prisoners, the persecution of children from Je-
rusalem, and the policy of medical negligence, solitary confinement and administrative detention. In addition, Addameer published
a joint factsheet on the occasion of the Prisoner Day on 17 April with the PHROC and PNGO.



Addameer seeks and calls for the UNHRC to recognize administrative detention as a form of arbitrary detention. For this purpose,
Addameer works vigorously with the Working Group on Arbitrary Detention through provision of regular updates regarding cases and
information related to arbitrary detention.

Briefings to International Delegations

In 2019, Addameer held 82 briefings for a total of 1368 participants which demonstrates a significant increase comparing to the
previous year whereof Addameer held 66briefings. These briefings included students’ delegations from various universities around
the world and solidarity groups from France, the US, UK, Denmark, Spain, Italy, Argentina, Belgium, Romania, Ireland and others.
In addition to groups from Interfaith Peace- Builders, FFIP, EAPPI, Sister Paulette Group, Action Aid, Dream Defenders from the US.
These briefings contributed in raising- awareness among international groups of the issue of prisoners and build support and solidar-
ity among visitors to advocate in their home countries.

Some initiatives have been made as a result to these briefings:

Organizing an event by students from Columbia University shortly after their return from Palestine. The students used the informa-
tion we gave them both during the brief and afterwards.

Screening the brief as part of a short film about Palestinian prisoners. This activity was implemented by students from different uni-
versities in the U.S who attended and filmed Addameer general briefing to international groups.

Conducting an event about Palestinian prisoners mass hunger strike campaign that took place in April 2019. A Spanish group follow-
ing their return back from Palestine carried out this activity.

International delegations and visits to military courts

Addameer coordinates visits for local and international groups and delegations to attend trial- sessions in the Israeli military courts in
order to monitor the injustice inflicted upon Palestinian detainees. In 2019, Addameer coordinated visits for 16 groups of 110 people
from U.S, UK, Ireland, Brazil, Italy, Spain and France, those included students, journalists, human rights defenders and lawyers.

Media

Addameer is aware of its status as a key- source of information about Palestinian political prisoners. Increasing numbers of local and
international media agencies, organizations and scholars rely on Addameer for information regarding prisoners. Addameer ensures
the accuracy of its information provided to its audience.



Advocating at the level of the United Nations

Addameer resorts to various international mechanisms to seek accountability against Israeli crimes of torture. Addameer submits
international complaints, urgent appeals, litigation letters on behalf of individual and collective cases of torture via the UN Human
Rights human rights special procedures mechanisms.

Submission of International Complaints and Special Reports

In 2019, Addameer filed 33 submissions of international complaints, urgent appeals, shadow reports to the relevant specialized bod-
ies of the UN and through the UN Human Rights Special Procedures mechanisms. In addition, it submitted a joint report with Al- Haq
organization to the Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination.

The submissions were filed on behalf of individual and collective cases of prisoners including administrative detainees, hunger strik-
ers, victims of torture, medically- neglected ill- prisoners, child and female prisoners as well as journalists, HRDs and students. Two
collective complaints were filed on behalf of one of the families or prisoners that experienced several violations and the second on
the inhuman treatment of prisoners that led to the mass hunger strike campaign in April 2019.

In addition, Addameer drafted 7 special reports on collective cases of prisoners on issues of hunger strikers, arbitrary detention, cases
of torture, collective punishment, ban orders of lawyers visits and gag orders.

Participation at the UN Human Rights Council 40th Session in Geneva

In March 2019, Addameer international advocacy officer participated in the 40" UN human rights council sessions in Geneva. Adda-
meer’s representative delivered with BADIL® two joint oral interventions under item 7.

The first oral statement was presented jointly by Addameer and Badil on the status of human rights defenders, bringing the case of
Ayman Nasser as an example. The oral intervention was delivered in the interactive dialogue and discussion of the report of the SP
on oPt, Michael Lynk.

The second oral statement was delivered jointly with Badil about the Database of international businesses complicit with the Israeli
settlements. The oral intervention was delivered during the General Debate of item 7.

Addameer international advocacy officer attended 6 side- meetings and planned events with the SR on oPt, Michael Lynk, the Officers
from WGAD, officers from the Working Group on Forces Disappearances of which Addameer raised the issue of the withheld bodies
of killed Palestinians by the Israeli occupation. In addition, Addameer attended a meeting with EU and country- state representatives.
Some of the meetings were attended jointly with Al- Haq organizations.

Output Increase public awareness to influence actions taken by duty bearers and the

1.3 community on local, regional and international levels

During the reporting period, Addameer worked towards increasing public awareness on the issue of Palestinian political prisoners
to influence actions taken by duty bearers and the community on local, regional and international level. For this purpose, Addameer
employed multiple instruments as follows;

Local Advoacy

Addameer organized and participated in several conferences, workshops, activities, events and meetings with local coalitions, unions
and networks to strengthen its advocacy at the local level. These included participation in a round- table discussion on the issue of
arrests on the pretext of ‘incitement’ over social media platforms in cooperation with the Arab Center for the Advancement of Social
Media “7amleh”. In addition, Addameer participated in five workshops on torture, women'’s rights in the penal code, digital security,
local and international laws relevant to prisoners’ rights. These workshops were conducted in cooperation with 7amleh, Hurriyat
Center, PNGO and the regional coalition against torture. Furthermore, Addameer participated in five conferences of which two were
held at Birzeit University and Al-Quds University on prisoner’s right to education and collective punishment. While the other three
conferences were organized by Mada Center for Development, Media Freedoms and the ICHR on freedom of expression and the
human rights situation in Palestine.

Addameer was invited twice to give a lecture on issues concerning Palestinian prisoners. The first was held at Bisan Center for Re-
search and Development on hunger strike campaigns and the Israeli Special Forces’ raids to prisons. The second lecture was held
at Khalil Al- Sakakini Cultural Center on the issue of torture among Palestinian prisoners and detainees. Addameer also took part in
Birzeit University’s Career Day and other social and cultural activities.

The Advocacy Unit contributed in building and preparing for the campaign to support Palestinian female prisoners held in administra-
tive detention. This contribution took place in cooperation with the High Commission of Detainees and Ex-Detainees Affairs, Al- Haq
organization, and organizations specialized in women rights. Addameer also worked with them to coordinate the activities planned
for the Prisoner Day on 17 April. In addition, Addameer participated in the periodic meetings of the local coalition against torture and
other meetings with local activists and human rights defenders.

In these activities and events, Addameer highlighted the issue of Palestinian prisoners and detainees and contributed in maintaining
the issue of the prisoners alive in the Palestinian civil society discourse and part of their planned activities and events.



The D&R Unit took part in a field visit to the Jordan Valley with a group of legal experts and researchers to monitor human rights
violations. Also, Addameer attended a meeting with the Office of the High Commissioner on Human Rights to discuss the challenges
of documentation faced by Palestinian legal organizations. Addameer also strengthened its joint activities with local universities. It
participated in a meeting at Al- Quds University on the occasion of the International Day to Support Victims of Torture. Moreover,
it participated in two moot courts, one organized by Birzeit University and other by the Red Cross. In addition, Addameer and the

Right to Education Campaign jointly coordinated a speaking event and workshop on the issue of prisoners and education as part of
the Israeli Apartheid Week activities.
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faced by prisoners and is built on a literature review and legal analysis of education status of prisoners inside Israeli prisons and the
related laws.

Factsheet on ‘The persecution and political detention of university students’

The Addameer prepared a factsheet on the arrest and prosecution of university students by the Palestinian security forces. The pub-
lication of the study was postponed to 2020 as the study required updating information.

Report of International Testimony of 2019: Addameer provided a testimony before the International Committee of the United Na-
tions on violations of the occupation in the oPt. Addameer supported the testimony with a report handed-in to the UN committee.
The testimony and report focused on the Israeli High Court ruling in one of the cases that broadened the concept of a ‘ticking bomb’
scenario to include also the cases that are not posing an imminent security threat and allowed interrogators to use ‘special pressure
methods’ to these cases which in practice amounts to severe forms of torture. The testimony and report focused on cases of torture
carried out in 2019 and addressed the issue of collective punishment, discriminatory legislations against Palestinian prisoners and
targeting HRDs and PLC members through the policy of administrative detention. In addition, Addameer provided specific case- stud-
ies of female and child detainees.

Joint Monthly Reports: Addameer published 12 monthly reports jointly with the Prisoners’ Club and the High Commission of Detain-
ees and Ex- Detainees Affairs. This collaboration is significant in terms of unifying data and statistics of Palestinian political prisoners
through exchanging information and expertise and jointly identifying the urgent and critical aspects to focus on by Palestinians orga-
nizations working on the prisoners’ issue.

Working with local and international coalitions

Addameer strengthened its local and international participation during the year. The D&R unit staff participated in 16 activities
organized by local and international organizations. Addameer participated in three workshops on the topic of torture, relevant inter-
national conventions. Furthermore, Addameer took part in two press conferences arranged around the Israeli Special Forces Units’
aggressive raids during the year. Furthermore, the unit participated in the local coalition’s regular meetings to monitor the legislative
process as well as the national and legal committee meetings against the Israeli discriminatory laws.

Addameer also joined the mobilization to support the rights of Palestinian female detainees in March 2019 and participated in
the protest in front of the Red Cross Office in Ramallah to demand protection of the rights of female prisoners and detainees.
Addameer coordinated with the Feminist Initiative for Justice and arranged for a meeting at Addameer office to meet with
female ex-prisoners to have a collective discussion on the detention conditions of Palestinian female prisoners with focus on
gender violence starting from the moment of arrest and throughout the different detention phases. Addameer participated in
two campaigns to support female prisoners; the first was initiated by The Palestinian Ministry of Women’s Affair’ on ‘improv-
ing the health and educational situation of Palestinian female prisoners in Israeli prisons’ the campaign also focused on injured
female prisoners. The second was against the administrative detention of Palestinian females.



The D&R Unit documented the numbers and categories of political detainees by the PA during the year. It has done so through main-
taining regular communication with the families of prisoners’ committees, student councils in local universities, and the Independent
Commission of Human Rights who helped Addameer to identify cases of political detainees and arrange visits for them upon their
release. Therefore, the D&R Unit conducted 17 field visits and collected 17 affidavits on torture and ill- treatment and persecution of
university students. These visits have also contributed to feed the study conducted in cooperation with ‘Dignity’ organization on pre-
trial detention, of which the field researchers collected 20 questionnaires and 5 interviews for the purpose of the study. The collected
information was also used to feed the study on political detention prepared by the D&R unit in addition to the shadow report on the
commitment of PA to the Convention against Torture (CAT).

During the year, Addameer continued to work with the local Coalition against Torture in order to pressure the PA, particularly the
Ministry of Interior and the Ministry of Justice, to form an independent national team of representatives of experts to monitor the
torture practice by the PA.

Torture Archive

Addameer started a new initiative in 2019 to build a ‘Torture Archive’ that documents the different forms of physical and psychologi-
cal torture and inhuman and degrading treatment practiced by Israeli occupation against Palestinian political prisoners and detainees
throughout the years of the occupation. During the year, Addameer structured the system of the ‘Torture Archive’ and developed
specific in-take forms to collate and categorize information and conducted a research to identify cases of Palestinians imprisoned by
the Israeli occupation since the 1960s. Finally, four interviews were conducted with former political prisoners.

Reports and Studies

The D&R unit published several studies and reports on issues pertinent to the Palestinian political prisoners. These publications were
used in many references which reflects Addameer status as a key- source of information on prisoners’ issues. The Unit worked on
preparing and publishing the following;

The annual violation report 2018: Every year, Addameer published an annual violation report that contains and documents the over-
all violations committed against Palestinian prisoners and detainees in Israeli prisons. The report was prepared and published in 2019
in both English and Arabic languages.

Report on arrests on the pretext of ‘incitement’ over social media platforms: The report sheds a light on the increasing cases of
Palestinians arrested on the pretext of ‘incitement’ over social media particularly Facebook. The report focuses on these arrests that
intensified since October 2015 and includes a legal analysis on these types of arrests.

Study on ‘Education among Palestinian prisoners inside Israeli prisons’: The first version of the study was completed towards the
end of 2019 and therefore the publication of the study will take place in 2020. The study highlights the restrictions on education



the reliability on Addameer as a key- source of information on prisoners’ issues as Addameer documents from primary sources of
information. The field visits target mainly Palestinian families of prisoners and ex- prisoners. During the year, the D&R unit conduct-
ed a total of 78 field visits in the occupied West Bank and Jerusalem and documented cases of violations through affidavits, photos
and videos. These visits included documentations with cases of ex- child prisoners in Jerusalem, ex- political prisoners in Israeli and
PA prisoners, as well as meetings with activists, human rights defenders and popular committees and local councils in the different
villages, refugee camps and cities of the West Bank and Jerusalem.

Addameer field researchers documented 61 violations committed by the IOF against detained Palestinians and their families during
arrest. The visits have also documented cases of collective punishment against families of prisoners and residents of the villages of
Kubar, Silwad and Abu Shukhaidm. The documented cases of collective punishment included cases of naked- inspection, arresting a
family member as a pressuring method against detainees in interrogation. In addition, Addameer collected affidavits from children
and two journalists who suffered various violations during their arrest experience.

The D&R unit documented several events that took place during 2019 such as the Israeli occupations forces raid to Birzeit University
where they arrested 3 students from inside the university campus and the Israeli Special Forces Units raids to Al- Nagqgab, Ofar and
Rimon prisons that were carried out during the first half of 2019.

In Jerusalem, the unit documented the arrests of tenths of Jerusalemites when Palestinians insisted to reopen ‘Bab Al- Rahmah’ Gate,
one of the gates of Al-Agsa Mosque. The D&R unit referred 5 cases of ex- child detainees to the Rehabilitation Program of the YMCA
organization after it established a cooperation with the organizations to provide psychological and social support to child detainees
upon their release. Furthermore, the Unit collected 2 affidavits from two children and many adults from Jerusalem.

In total, the D&R unit collected 45 affidavits during the interviews it conducted with families of prisoners and ex- prisoners, as follow:

m 7 affidavits from children subjected to physical and psychological violations.
m 38 affidavits from families of prisoners and ex- prisoners who experienced collective punishment inflicted upon them as well as violations.
m 6 affidavits collected from families of prisoners who experienced violations during the arrest moment.

Concerning Addameer study on the status of education among Palestinian prisoners inside Israeli prisons, the D&R unit conducted 26
interviews with ex- prisoners, relevant organizations, independent researchers and experts on the topic of the study.

Political detainees in PA prisons and detention centers

Despite that the number of political detainees in the Palestinian Authority’s prisons has decreased in 2019, yet it remains prevalent
and systematic policy targeting mainly journalists, activists and students particularly during the University Councils’ elections. Adda-
meer faced different restrictions during the visits it conduct to detention centers which posed obstacles to its efforts to monitor and
document cases of violations and torture inside PA prisons and detention centers. Thereof, Addameer D&R Unit reaches- out to those
political detainees upon their release to document their arrest experience.



Monitoring visits to Israeli prisons

Addameer monitoring lawyers conducted 129 monitoring visits to 277 Palestinian prisoner and detainee held in Israeli prisons, de-
tention and interrogation centers. The visits addressed the most vulnerable cases among Palestinian prisoners and detainees includ-
ing female and child detainees, ill- prisoners, victims of torture, hunger- strikers and administrative detainees. Thereof, 30 visits were
conducted to Al- Damun prison where female prisoners are held and 10 to Al- Damun, Megiddo and Ofar where child prisoners are
held. As part of Addameer campaign against administrative detention, the visits also focused on monitoring the detention conditions
of administrative detainees particularly those in hunger strike. Furthermore, specific visits have been arranged for the purpose of
collating information for Addameer study on Education among prisoners inside Israeli prisons.

In these visits, Addameer documented 73 cases of torture and ill- treatment of which 42 cases where referred to the Legal Unit and
Advocacy Unit to submit formal complaints and international complaints to the responsible bodies of the Israeli authorities and the
concerned UN bodies, respectively.

The documentation and Research Unit has thoroughly followed-up cases of 24 hunger strikers among administrative detainees of
which Addameer succeeded in visiting 14 of them and referred 11 cases of hunger strikers in a critical health situation to Physicians
for Human Rights (PHR) to join Addameer and facilitate the follow- up on their health situation.

The Unit has also followed- up with 50 ill- prisoners and documented 23 cases of medical neglect including 3 cases of child pris-
oners among them. Addameer obtained the necessary documents and referred it to the PHR to follow- up their medical situation.
Meanwhile, Addameer continued to follow- up on these cases of medically neglected ill- prisoners and their families. The case of
Walid Sharaf is one of the critical cases due to the dangerous health conditions he was suffering, Addameer succeeded in obtaining
an approval to release him due to his health situation. The case of Walid Sharaf also reflects the complementarity of work between
Addameer and medical organizations.

The Documentation and Research (D&R) Unit have witnessed various challenges during the year that affected the daily work of the
unit. The D&R Unit only conducted 129 instead of 150 monitoring visits as planned in Addameer annual work plan. The reasons are
related to the increasing restrictions imposed by the Israeli Prison Service against lawyer visits, particularly as the visits are only al-
lowed in specific days during the week. The second reason is related to the work- emergency at the legal unit due to the increase of
cases of tortured detainees in the interrogation phase particularly during the last quarter of the year, the monitoring lawyers joined
the legal unit in attending court- sessions and provide legal representation and follow- up for those detainees.

Field Documentation

Addameer conducts field visits as part of its efforts to collect information and to maintain a strong relationship with Palestinian
communities and Community- based organizations and strengthen its presence and mobility at the field level. This significantly con-
tributes in strengthening the credibility and reputation of Addameer organization among Palestinian community. It also strengthens



Output Human Rights Violations against detainees and prisoners are monitored and

1.2 documented

Despite the tremendous challenges faced by Addameer Documentation and Research Unit in monitoring human rights violations
against Palestinian political prisoners and detainees, the unit has yet succeeded in documenting these violations through conducting
monitoring visits to prisons and field visits addressed to ex-prisoners and families of prisoners. The Unit has used the collated infor-
mation to feed the materials and data required for advocacy purposes and to feed its studies, reports and statistics.

The Documentation and Research Unit worked vigorously throughout the year to provide a comprehensive follow- up to the issues
pertinent to Palestinian political prisoners and detainees inside Israeli prisons and particularly during the aggressive raids of Israeli
Special Forces Units against prisoners inside their cells, the hunger strike campaigns. In addition, throughout the emergency period
at the last three months of the year which included tenths of cases of torture.

The individual and collective hunger strike campaigns:

The Documentation and Research Unit prepared an emergency work plan and provided the different units of Addameer with daily
detailed reports on the latest updates of prisoners’ conditions. In addition, the unit prepared a report that includes the overall de-
mands of the hunger strikers and other that contains a summary of the punishment and restrictions imposed by Israeli prisons service
against hunger strikers since 2014. In addition to this, the Unit contributed in preparing position- statements and press releases about
hunger- strikers.

Cases of Torture at Al- Moscobiyeh Interrogation Center

The Addameer followed the Israeli mass arrest campaign that took place during the last quarter of the year 2019 and targeted tenths
of Palestinians who were subjected to severe torture particularly during interrogation. The Documentation and Research Unit moni-
tored the detention conditions of the detainees in a daily basis and collected affidavits and statements from the detainees and their
families on the violations that were committed against them.



Addameer also provided legal counselling service to three families of political detainees by the PA. The achievements of Addameer
legal efforts in defending political detainees by the PA resulted in 21 positive results:

m One case: The detainee was acquitted.
m Four cases: Unconditional release.

m 16 cases: Conditional release.




Legal Counselling

Addameer provided legal counselling to 89 families of prisoners/ detainees including 49 families that were informed of whereabouts
their related detainee was held, 13 families to explain the legal procedures in Israeli military courts and 27 families consulted with
the legal situation of their arrested member. In addition, Addameer kept the families of prisoners and detainees abreast of the legal
situation of their arrested relatives.

Formal Complaints

One of the major challenges to Addameer legal work in defending the rights of Palestinian political prisoners and detainees is the
lack of effective mechanisms of accountability encourages the Israeli occupation authorities to continue and escalate its crimes and
violations against the Palestinian people including the prisoners and detainees. Nevertheless, Addameer exhausts all the available
legal mechanisms to seek protection for Palestinian prisoners/ detainees. In 2019, Addameer filed a total of 18 complaints to the
Israeli responsible bodies including 14 complaints for cases of torture and medical neglect and four general complaints against the
restrictions on family and lawyers visits to prisons.

During the reporting period, 5 responses were received from the Israeli responsible bodies of which one reply 4 replies notified
Addameer lawyers about closing the complaint files due to different reasons; one complaint file was closed on the pretext of false
allegations, while other two files were closed due to the absence of formal testimony, another complaint file was closed on the
pretext that the application contained an error. The last response stated that the file will be referred to the complaint division of the
military police.

Legal Support to Palestinian political detainees in Palestinian prisons and detention centers

On the Palestinian Authority level, the use of torture remains prevalent against political detainees. Palestinian Basic Law recognizes
the rights of citizens to be protected from all forms of torture. The PA also ratified the CAT in 2014 and the Optional Protocol of CAT
in 2017. Nevertheless, Addameer still faces difficulties in providing legal representation and follow- up to the PA detainees.

In 2019, Addameer provided legal representation to 67 Palestinian political detainees in the prisons and detention centers of the
Palestinian authority. Addameer followed-up their legal files and submitted 45 release requests of which only two were accepted.
The lawyer responsible in following- up legal cases of political detainees by the PA attended 54 court- sessions purposed to extend
the detention period with the following results:

m 33 sessions: the sessions were postponed for another date.

m 17 sessions: The court approved the conditional release of the detainees.

m Four sessions: The detention period was extended.



period for 38 detainees in the interrogation phase and 24 detainees in administrative detention. The following table demonstrate the
overall achievements of Addameer legal unit and team of lawyers in 2019:

11 prisoners, and their families in accordance with international legal standards.

Addameer continues to act as a legal resort to the Palestinian community who seek legal protection and support for their concerned
detainees. Addameer provided a defensive mechanism that enabled Palestinian prisoners, detainees and their families to resort to
legal tools to defend and protect their relatives’ rights under arrest.

Addameer adopts a comprehensive protection strategy built on a human-rights based approach to defend the rights of Palestinian
political prisoners and detainees. In 2019, Addameer received 316 applications from new Palestinian political prisoners and detain-
ees, including nine female and 22 child detainees. During the year, Addameer provided legal representation for a total of 683 legal
cases? for prisoners and detainees arrested in 2018. These included 116 cases in the detention phase, 128 cases in the interrogation
phase, 211 cases in trial procedures, 217 cases for administrative detainees and 11 petitions to the Israeli high court submitted on
behalf of individual and collective cases of Palestinian prisoners and detainees. The year 2019 showed an increase of the positive
results of legal representation on behalf of Palestinian prisoners/ detainees

During the year, Addameer filed a total of 319 appeals to Israeli appeal courts. The majority of the appeals were submitted against
decisions of extending the detention or interrogation period, and against administrative detention orders. In addition, Addameer
submitted several petitions to uplift the orders banning detainees from meeting their lawyers.

Addameer provided thorough legal follow- up to 10 cases of administrative detainees who launched a hunger strike as well as more
than 50 detainees who were arrested during the last quarter of the year in an aggressive mass arrest campaign that was accompanied
with severe use of torture and ill- treatment. The regular legal work of Addameer in representing those detainees faced significant
challenges due to of more than 200 ban orders issued in a consecutive basis against those detainees prohibiting them from meeting
with their lawyers, which accounts for 4-ban orders for each detainee.

During the year, Addameer achieved 150 results in legal representation of 316 legal cases of detainees and prisoners throughout the
different phases of arrest. The major positive results achieved during the year include the release of 43 detainees of which 24 were
released without conditions and 19 with conditions. Addameer team of lawyers have also succeeded in shortening the detention

In addition, the Documentation and Research Unit conducted 17 field visits to ex- political prisoners released from the prisons and
detention centers of the Palestinian Authority of which they collected 17 affidavits. The majority of the interviewed ex- political detainees
were activists, journalists and students who were arrested by Palestinian security forces.

Addameer published the annual violation report of 2018 and a report around the issue of arrests on the pretext of ‘incitement’ over social
media platforms as well as 12 monthly reports that were published jointly with the High Commission of Detainees and Ex- Detainees Affairs
and the Prisoners’ Club.

At the local Advocacy level, Addameer participated in 18 activities during the year to strengthen its advocacy at the local level. These
activities included participation in public events, conferences and workshops organized by Addameer or relevant civil society organizations
and Community- Based organizations. At the level of International Advocacy, Addameer submitted 33 international complaints and specific
reports to the concerned bodies of the United Nations. Addameer also participated in the 40th Session of the UNHCR held in March 2019
of which its advocacy focused on the Israeli policy of arbitrary detentions. The Advocacy Unit maintained a regular follow- up with the
Special Rapporteur on oPt, Mr. Michael Lynk.

In addition, Addameer conducted general briefings on the issue of Palestinian political prisoners and the Israeli policy of arrest to 82
international groups that included 1368 persons, and coordinated 16 local and international groups for a total of 116 persons to attend
trial- sessions before the Israeli military court.

Addameer Advocacy Unit published 7 periodic newsletters, 8 factsheets, 7 case- studies ‘prisoners’ profiles’ and 91 press- release and
news-items in English and Arabic languages. Furthermore, Addameer participated in 161 interviews with local and international media
agencies. Addameer organized 3 media conferences and produced 3 radio episode and 1 TV episode in addition to 2 short films. For the
purpose of empowering Addameer social media, Addameer produced and published 14 infographics and posters as well as 20 prisoners’
cards. The overall publications and productions of Addameer covered the different aspects pertinent to the plight of Palestinian political
prisoners inside the Israeli prisons, detention and interrogation centers and contributed in raising- awareness and shedding the light into
their situation.

Addameer organized 3 advocacy tours that included visits to Spain, Belgium, Germany and the United States. These advocacy tours
included mainly meetings with parliamentarians, political officers, members of parties, solidarity groups and public events in universities.

At the Training and Awareness Level, Addameer reached out to around 500 people through conducting 11 public sessions in targeted
refugee camps, cities and villages of the West Bank and Jerusalem. These sessions were delivered by Addameer lawyers who provide
Palestinians at risk of arrests self- protection tools prior to their arrest through raising their awareness about their rights as detainees
throughout arrest.

In addition, the Training and Awareness Unit conducted 1 Training at Legal Clinic of Al- Quds University and 2 Trainings at Law Faculty at
Birzeit University for a total of 97 law students to equip them with the knowledge about the legal procedures in Israeli military courts, legal
aspects related to Administrative Detention and the international legal standards of documentation.

Last but not least, Addameer Training and Awareness Unit conducted a total of 90 hours of trainings, workshops and activities for Adda-
ma’er Youth Group. These trainings helped 15 undergraduate students as junior human rights defenders and to help promote and protect
human rights to act within their communities.



Executive Summary:

Addameer adopts a human- rights based approach to defend
the rights of Palestinian political prisoners/ detainees in line with
Addameer comprehensive protection strategy. During the vyear,
Addameer has conducted several activities in line with its strategic
objective and annual work plan.

At the legal level, Addameer provided legal representation and
follow- up for 316 new cases including cases of 9 female and 22 child
detainees. Addameer also provided legal counselling to 89 families
of Palestinians prisoners/ detainees and provided a special focus
during the year for cases of detainees in the interrogation phase
considering it the most difficult phase of arrest.

Addameer achieved 150 positive results of its legal work in
representing Palestinian prisoners and detainees before Israeli
courts. Addameer helped in achieving a release order for 43
detainees of which 24 were released without conditions and 19 with
conditions. Furthermore, it helped in shortening the detention period for 38 cases in the interrogation phase or detention phase and
24 cases in administrative detention. Also, it succeeded in guaranteeing a definite release date without further renewals for 39 cases in
administrative detention and assisted in achieving better sentence terms for 4 cases of detainees in the phase of trial procedures.

Furthermore, Addameer submitted 18 local complaints to the Israeli responsible bodies of which 14 complaints were filed on behalf of
individual cases of Palestinian political prisoners and detainees against torture and ill- treatment, and medical negligence. As well, four
general complaints were filed against restrictions on family and lawyer visitation rights and conditions.

Addameer monitoring lawyers conducted a total of 129 visits to 277 Palestinian prisoners/ detainees distributed in 17 Israeli prisons,
interrogation and detention centers. These included 30 visits to Al- Damun prison where female prisons are held and 10 visits to Megiddo
and Al- Damun where child detainees/ prisoners are held. The monitoring lawyers documented 73 cases of torture and ill- treatment of
which 21 were referred to the legal unit to submit official complaints to the Israeli responsible bodies and 21 to the advocacy unit to file
international complaints via the UN special procedures human rights mechanisms. The monitoring visits documented 23 cases of medically
neglected ill- prisoners. Addameer documented their situation and referred their medical files to Physicians for Human Rights organizations.
Among them was a critical case of a prisoner held in administrative detention, Walid Sharaf, who suffered from difficult health problems that
threatened his life while being held without charge or trial in Israeli prisons and without a definite release date facing a deliberate medical
negligence. Addameer submitted a number of appeals requesting his immediate release until the Israeli court approved it.

The field researchers conducted 78 field visits and documented 61 violations committed by the IOF against Palestinian prisoners/ detainees
and their families. In these visits, the field researchers collected 7 affidavits from ex- detained children and 44 affidavits from families of
political prisoners. As well, the Documentation and Research Unit conducted 26 interviews with ex- political prisoners, organizations and
experts specialized in the issue of education among prisoners in Israeli prisons.



Addameer followed- up and monitored their situation. Twoof the prominent cases of those hunger- strikers was the case of Ahmad
Zahran, whose hunger strike lasted for 114 days and the case of detainee Huthaifa Halabiya who lasted 67 days in hunger strike until
he voluntarily ended it on 5 September 2019 due to the serious deterioration of his health situation. These hunger strike campaigns
were accompanied by numerous repressive procedures by the Israeli Prisons’ Administrations that mainly included isolating the hun-
ger strikers in difficult detention conditions and banning them from family visits.

The year also witnessed increasing attacks against Palestinian CSOs. More than five Palestinian CSOs were raided, including Add-
ameer Office in Ramallah on 19 September 2019.The IOF stole five laptops, hard drives and other equipment. Further, increasing
cases of arbitrary detention and arrest among Palestinian CSOs staff were carried out by IOF as well as imposition of travel bans.



Introduction:

In 2019, human rights in Palestine remained under constant threat, leaving Palestinians widely unprotected. During the reporting
period, the Israeli occupation forces (IOF) arrested 5807 Palestinians, including 889 children and 139 females. The majority of the ar-
rested Palestinians and their families experienced substantial physical and psychological torture during the different phases of arrest.
Until 31 December 2019, the number of Palestinian prisoners and detainees held in Israeli prisons and detention centres reached
5000 prisoners, including 460 held in administrative detention, 200 children of whom 24 are under 16 years old, 41 female prisoners
and seven members of Palestinian Legislative Council of whom four are held in administrative detention. This is in addition to artists,
journalists, human rights defenders, activists and staff of Palestinian CSOs.

Furthermore, five Palestinian prisoners and detainees were killed during the different phases of the arrest of which three were killed
during arrest as a result of excessive use of torture and lethal force and the other two were killed as a result of deliberate medical
negligence. The number of bodies of Palestinians withheld by the Israeli occupation authorities increased to 51 corpses.

The year 2019 was marked with increasing use of physical and psychological forms of torture, particularly against
the 50 detainees that were arrested during 2019. The vast majority of these detainees were banned from meeting
their lawyers, impeding Addameer from proper monitoring and documentation of torture cases. Lawyers function as
the only focal point between the detainee and the outside world; however, they were unable to visit the detainees
and provide legal counseling, a fundamental right guaranteed under international law. In addition, Addameer was
banned from publishing any information regarding those detainees through the issuance of four gag orders between
September and December 2019. These gag orders crippled Addameer’s efforts to inform, highlight and advocate
against human rights violations committed against those detainees.! Thus, threatening Addameer’s efforts to seek
accountability.

The Israeli Special Forces Units conducted several aggressive raids during the year to AL- Naqqab, Rimon, and Ofer prisons of which
hundreds of prisoners were tortured and transferred to prisons clinic. In these raids, the Israeli Special Forces Units fired gas bombs,
sound bombs, live bullets and severely beaten hundreds of prisoners who were also subject to naked- inspection. In April 2019, hun-
dreds of Palestinian prisoners launched a mass hunger- strike protesting the denial of their basic rights such as using public phones,
improving family visits conditions among other sets of rights. In addition, more than 50 administrative detainees launched individual
hunger strikes for various periods in protest of the injustice of their legal situation being held without charge, trial or conviction.

The Israeli occupation’s ongoing smear campaign and constant harassment targeting the work of Addameer on
a political, diplomatic, and security level aims to limit its pivotal role in advancing Palestinian prisoners’ rights
and its humanitarian mission. In light of this, Addameer’s responsibilities and risk increase tremendously.

As with every year, we call upon Addameer, including its board of directors and general assembly and all its
members, to confront these challenges and continue to work as a unified body to execute the designated
programs and plans for the upcoming years. Furthermore, we encourage Addameer to strengthen its relations
with Palestinian prisoners’ families and beneficiaries, and Addama’er (a volunteer body that believes in
Addameer’s goals and effectively participates in our activities). We must also continue our joint work with local
and international organizations and partners and maintain good relations with friends and supporters based on
our shared values and principles.

Significantly, we extend our gratitude to Addameer staff for their crucial role and effort exerted in preparing this
Annual Administrative Report 2019. Moreover, we acknowledge the work of Addameer’s board of directors and
general assembly, who ensure a positive and supportive work environment through the constant development
of its guidelines and by-laws. We thank all our donors and supporters who understand the essential role of
Addameer in defending human rights and stood beside us in our mission to do so.

To you, our sincere prisoners and to your families, who have always shown us support and appreciation,
Addameer Prisoner Support and Human Rights Association is devoted to dedicating all its efforts to seeking all
Palestinian prisoners and detainees’ freedom and justice

Statement of Chairperson

A year has passed, and another is approaching the completion of three decades
since the establishment of Addameer Prisoner Support and Human Rights
Association. Our humanitarian and national mission will continue as long
as the Israeli occupation continues to implement and develop apartheid

policies that suppress the Palestinian people and relentlessly violate their
fundamental human rights and legitimate rights as an occupied people who
seek freedom and independence.

This year, Palestinian prisoners and detainees witnessed at first-hand such policies and

violations. They have been subject to various methods of torture, inhumane, degrading, and ill- treatment and
punishment. However, the year has not passed without resilience and opposition. The Palestinian people, along
with the Prisoners’ Movement, have neither given up nor succumb to despair. Instead, they stood up for their
right to defend themselves, to freedom, and to live in dignity.

The future does not seem promising when we carefully examine the nature of the Palestinian struggle and the
occupation’s injustice in light of the local, regional, and global political realities. Such circumstances cannot
lead to peaceful solutions that achieve freedom for the Palestinian people and justice for Palestinian prisoners.
On the contrary, it will be a more cruel and unfair solution that continues to oppress and violate the rights of
Palestinians.

Within this outlook, more arrests and detentions are expected, in addition to a potential exasperation of the
Prisoners’” Movement’s work. Consequently, there will be more opposition, resilience, and determination to
defend Palestinian existence and Palestinian prisoners’ dignity. Hence, amidst these complications, it becomes
imperative for Addameer, which has always stood its ground and devoted itself to deliver its services and duties,
to mobilize and muster higher resources and capacities.
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
