The organization was once again invited to participate in a conference about prisoners in Colombia, which enabled it to
strengthen and promote relations with human rights organizations in Latin America.

The organization made use of the tours in Europe and the United States to strengthen its relationship with the Palestinian
community and international solidarity groups.

The annual report and an updated introductory pamphlet of the organization were published.

Result 2: Local, Regional, and International Fundraising Campaigns

A part-time fundraising officer was appointed during the year. This had a significant and positive impact on the preparation
of new projects, ensure the sustainability and stability of the organization, and on the international support level of the
organization’s work.

One of the most important achievements of the year was developing the relationship with the Special Office specializing in the
issue of Torture in the United Nations, and ensuring a primary project to monitor torture and ensure accountability, opening
room for a future strategic relationship.

Continuation of support from the primary donors of the organization reflects their high trust and confidence in the work and
professionalism of the organization. This supports the organization in continuing to stand up to grave violations of the rights of
Palestinian prisoners and detainees. By the end of the year, a number of proposals with organizations in Basque country were
submitted. One particular proposal, submitted to the Basque Country Government, if approved, would ensure a large portion
of the sustainability of the organization over the next two years.




Result 2: Capacity Building of Staff

The needs to build the capacity of some of the staff members were identified by the coordinators of the different units at
the beginning of the year. Unfortunately, due to the high work load since the beginning of the hunger strike in April 2014,
the continuation of the military campaign in different cities in the West Bank, the assault on Gaza, and the deterioration of
the situation in Jerusalem, the organization was not successful in delivering internal training in mechanisms of professional
documentation, and mechanisms of international human rights conventions.

The organization searched for external training opportunities, conducted by specialized partner organizations, for some of
the staff. These include the participation of colleague attorney Aouda Zbeidat in the training of Al-Haq Organization on War
Crimes Accountability Procedures, and the participation of the coordinator of the Monitoring and Documentation Unit Ehteram
Ghazawneh and Legal Researcher Murad Jadallah in the training of the Danish Organization “Dignity” on monitoring of detention
centers. Also, the director of the organization colleague Sahar Francis and the coordinator of the Administrative Unit Ziad
Sehwail participated in the training of Christian Aid on Standards of Humanitarian Partnership and Accountability.

Second Specific Goal:

Create Organizational Sustainability

Result 1: Develop network of relations of the organization nationally, regionally, and internationally

The organization commenced in developing their website this year, to be completed in 2015. As such, the organization
developed video stories, and short documentary films to mainstream and disseminate the work of the organization.

The development of the relations of the organization with local, regional, and international networks consisting of activists
supporting the Palestinian cause, and particularly the issues of prisoners, served as an outlet to disseminate the work of the
organization on the Arabic level. Also, coordination with the Monitoring Detention Centers Group developed the relationship of
the organization with human rights organizations from 13 Arab countries.
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First Specific Goal:

Provide a Supportive Internal Environment that Enables the Staff from Achieving the Work Plan Efficiently
and Effectively

Addameer succeeded in maintaining work equilibrium despite the continuation of external obstacles, including preventing the
chairperson from entry into the West Bank, arresting the Coordinator the Legal Unit Ayman Nasser, imposing a deportation
order from Ramallah on the Vice Chairperson Mrs. Khalida Jarrar, and prohibiting some of the staff from travelling abroad. This
impacted opportunities of participating in external trainings.

Result 1: Develop administrative and financial systems and procedures and implementing them

regularly

The Administration and Finance Unit developed in the last few years work procedures, ensuring the maximum possible support
to staff to implement daily tasks efficiently and effectively. Also, all details pertaining to the technical needs of the different
units were followed-up, including working days and vacations, and all administrative matters pertaining to human resource
management. Also, all financial and accounting aspects were closely followed-up, in accordance with the needs of daily work.

A monthly evaluation process for all units is conducted within the frameworks of the annual and monthly plans. The organization
undertakes complete evaluation on a semi-annual and an annual basis; these include revision of achievements and failures,
and strengths and weaknesses, and identifies what needs to be modified in the future to ensure achievement of goals more
efficiently.

The organization reviewed the various work manuals during the year; the manuals of the Legal Unit and Research and
Documentation Unit were modified. Currently, the organization is working on the manual of the Advocacy and Lobbying Unit
and the Administrative and Financial Manual.

All the needs of the database of the Legal Unit were addressed, and the database was developed in accordance with the needs
of the Monitoring and Evaluation Unit. All legal files for the year were archived electronically; currently, the organization is
working on completing the archiving of all legal files from previous years.

Fourth Strategic Goal:

Support and Develop the Capacity of the Organization to Reach its Goals Efficiently

and Effectively
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Result 1: Organize local leaders and equip them with the knowledge and approaches to work in their

communities in the civil and political legal areas and to protect rights in their constituencies

The new coordinator commenced in his duties in July 2014; he communicated with the group that was trained in 2013
and implemented some activities in 2014 on the occasion of Prisoners Day. Preparations to implement two activities were
undertaken; the first is visiting the family of a prisoner, and the second is activating the boycott of Israeli products in the
places of residence of the activists, following the military assault on the Gaza Strip. Unfortunately, none of the activities were
implemented because of the lack of commitment of the group and the preoccupation of the majority of its members in their
work.

The experience of the Addama’er group in Hebron called for the reevaluation of the program and target group; as mentioned
earlier, the new coordinator communicated with the Arab Human Rights Association in Nazareth to cooperate in the preparation
of a more appropriate program. It is worth noting that Addameer and the Arab Human Rights Association had cooperated earlier
through the youth programs they undertake; the cooperation was fruitful in bridging relations between Palestinian youth in
all places of residence, to address policies of fragmentation imposed by the occupation, particularly in terms of freedom of
movement and communication between the occupied territory and 48 territory, between the West Bank, Gaza, Jerusalem, and
Palestinian Diaspora.

A number of meetings were held with the association, during which exchange of expertise was undertaken; the coordinator
of Addama'er gained significantly from the experience, and the guidelines for a future joint program entitled “breaking the
green line" were established. The program includes activities that integrate Addama'er groups with the Haq Youth Group of the
association; these activities seek to promote communication, exchange of experience, and cooperation between Palestinian
youth to face violations to which they and their communities are subjected.

A number of meetings were held with community based organizations and youth clubs in a number of villages around Ramallah,
following the decision to develop a new group based on the amended program. Addameer met with Khaled Bakir foundation,
and the youth group in Jalazon refugee camp, explained the idea of Addama'er program and requested nomination of potential
and appropriate activists. Also, Addameer met with Handala Center in Saffa, Birzeit Municipality, Beir Rima Youth Club, and
First Ramallah Group.

Coordination with the different locations took place to nominate youth activists to participate in Addama'er program, to enable

work with the new group to commence in 2015.




First Specific Goal:
Ralzs sawaranssz of groups and Individuals whozs clvil and political rights have basn violatad

A process of evaluation of Addama'er program was undertzken during the second hatf of the year In light of the resignation of
the program coordinator in the second half of 2013, and the in2bliity of the organization to find the appropriate replacement
This was further exasperated by the lack of commitment of the Addama'er team, tralned In 2013, In the Implementation of
activities that focus on Ideas relavant to thelr context

As such, Addameer took the decision to modify the program to target a smaller group of 15 Individuzls, first year unlversity
or nlgh schioal students. These studants would have the ablity and time to commit 10 volunteer work, 25 thay wouldn't have
finished thelr education and woulkd be Job hunting.

The theoretical rainings glvan to the group were restructured, where the group would form smaller working groups; this would
take place In cooperation with the Arab Human RIghts Associations In light of thelr profound exparience In such projects.

A new coordinator for the program was appointed on a part-time basls from july untll the end of the year, 1o evaluate the new
plan and Its SUCCESS.

Third Strategic Goal:

Develop a Society and Organizations in Support of Civil and Political Rights to Groups

and Individuals Subjected to Rights Violations




Addameer followed-up in March 2014 on arrests in each of Nablus, Dheisheh Refugee Camp, Azzeh Refugee Camp, and Aida
Refugee camp. A meeting was held in Azzeh Refugee camp and 3 affidavits were collected from released prisoners.

Addameer followed-up and monitored prosecution of activists in solidarity with administrative detainees on hunger strike, as
well as assaults on journalists, and assaults on protestors against security coordination with the occupation.

Two interviews were undertaken with detainee Bara’ Al-Qadi who was arrested on numerous occasions, and the family of
prisoner Nafeth Shawamreh who went on hunger strike because of his arbitrary detention.

An internal report about political arrests and prosecutions was prepared. Addameer is preparing for undertaking a detailed
report to be published in 2015.

Result 2: Develop participation in local, regional, and international coalitions and alliances to

mobilize public opinion in support of promoting accountability

Addameer coordinates follow-up of political imprisonment and violations of civil and political rights, in general, through its
membership in the Human Rights Organizations Council; the council has issued a number of statements on these violations in
2014. A number of meetings were held with the heads of security forces to lobby for an end to political arrests.

Addameer coordinated with a number of Palestinian Legislative Council members from the Change and Reform Block to
document violations and identify means of addressing them.

The Palestinian Human Rights Organization Council and Independent Commission for Human Rights commenced in coordination
and preparation to submit a shadow report within the mechanisms of the UN to monitor the commitment of the Palestinian
Authority to ratified human rights instruments; some of these reports will be submitted in 2015. Addameer will also submit a
report to the Human Rights Committee of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights the subsequent year.




Result 2: Monitor legislation related to political prisoners and civil and political rights to ensure

commitment to international standards of human rights

In light of the perpetuation of the internal political situation that has suffered the toll of division for the past years, the work of
the legislative council is still impasse. The absence an effective Palestinian legislative body, whose responsibility is to monitor
the practices of the executive branch, ensure the rule of law, and lack of accountability has taken a negative toll on the status
of rights and liberties in the occupied territory within the framework of power of the Palestinian Authority.

The organization participated in a workshop conducted by Masarat Center on the issue of reconciliation and transitional justice.
The main contentious issue was political arrest and their impact on any future internal reconciliation. The workshop took place
in Morocco to draw upon the experience of the Moroccan civil society in this area.

Second Specific Goal:

Ensure Accountability for Violations Pertaining to Civil and Political Rights

Result 1: Monitor, document, and disseminate violations pertaining to torture and the death penalty

The organization followed closely and monitored cases of political prosecution and arrest of students in Palestinian universities
and social activists. As mentioned earlier, there was difficulty in undertaking visits to interrogation and detention centers; the
organization faced difficulty in documenting the details of violations during the visits to the centers, since security forces
enforced the presence of a policeman during these meetings. As such, the majority of the documentation took place through
field visits after the release of the prisoners.

The Documentation and Research Unit visited Birzeit University and Al-Najah University to collect information about the
targeting of students. The organization transferred a number of arrest cases to Mrs. Khalida Jarrar, a member of the Palestinian
Legislative Council and the head of the prisoners committee in the council. Her intervention was instrumental in succeeding to
release a number of prisoners. The organization collected 7 affidavits and 2 interviews about violations against students, and
met with a number of students who held strikes in universities in fear of arrest.




The year 2014 was unique in the initiative taken by the Palestinian Authority in joining international human rights law and
international humanitarian law instruments. The ratification by the Palestinian Authority of the vast majority of the main
conventions that guarantee and respect human rights, particularly Convention Against Torture (CAT), and the Convention
of Elimination of all forms of Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW) is of high importance towards building a democratic
Palestinian State. It is worth noting that Palestine is the only Arab state party to ratify the conventions without reservations,
and did not attempt to evade its obligations as per these conventions.

Addameer, as well as other Palestinian human rights organizations, welcomed this important step, and met with the Palestinian
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and other specialized Ministries to discuss and follow-up the ensuing obligations of the State of
Palestine following ratification.

Despite the ratification of Palestine and its commitment to respect human rights and public freedoms, Addameer documented
an increased number of political prisoners this year, and targeting of journalists and community activists, particularly those
who were active on social media. Addameer worked this year in coordination with other Palestinian human rights organizations
to address and face these violations.

First Specific Goal:

Contribute to the Protection and Support of Victims of Violations of Civil and Political Rights

Result 1: Provide legal follow-up to cases of political and arbitrary arrest

Addameer received 38 political arrest cases, submitted 12 requests for release under bail, and 2 appeals to the High Court of
Justice for two prisoners; the court ruled for their release but the general intelligence force did not respect the court’s verdict.
As such, Addameer approached the High Court to enforce respect the decision, and the two prisoners were released one day
prior to the session of the court.

Addameer lawyers implemented 14 visits to detainees in interrogation. This number of visits was insufficient as the intelligence
and preventative security forces hindered the work of the organization, including through late coordination for visitation, lack
of responses to visitation requests in certain cases, insistence of police forces of sitting in close proximity to the detainee. All
of this hinders the process of monitoring violations prisoners are subjected to.

The majority of the detainees that we followed up were released after interrogation. The arrest campaigns during the year
targeted a large number of activists in solidarity with administrative detainees on hunger strike, under the pretext of being
members of Hamas, and university students, particularly from in Birzeit University and Polytechnic University.

Publications:

This year, the organization published a report in English about the arrest of activists entitled “Courageous Voices, Fragile
Freedoms”, the annual violations report 2013, and the units reports were translated and edited to be published in English.

Addameer published 5 factsheets in English on administrative detention, imprisoned Palestinian Legislative Council Members,
hunger strikes, the draft force-feeding law, and family visitations, and human rights defenders in Kufr Qaddoum.

The organization published 4 factsheets in Arabic on forced feeding, administrative detention, family visitation, and female
prisoners.

During 2014, Addameer expanded dissemination of interviews and short films on the organization’s YouTube Channel, such
that 10 video films, four of which were testimonies of ex-prisoners, two TV interviews, one arrest case, one training workshop,
and two short films were uploaded. The total productions of Addameer received 11, 894 views. Also, the video about Tareq
Abu Khdeir had 28, 810 views.

In 2014, the organization published the quarterly newspaper in English, reflecting the conditions and status of the prisoners’
movement.

The organization also published 46 press releases in English and 61 in Arabic, which is far more than the planned number of
2-3 statements per month. This change in plan was due to the hunger strike of the administrative detainees and the assault
on Gaza.

Addameer published 14 personal stories (prisoner profiles) in English and 10 in Arabic for administrative detainees, Legislative
Council members, and human rights defenders. This number is less than the planned but is equivalent to that of 2013.




Media:

The year 2014 witnessed a decrease in the number of
conducted journalistic and media interviews, compared
with 2013. This may be attributed to the assault on
Gaza, and regional political developments that affected
the interest of international media with the issue of
prisoners. Addameer undertook 44 media interviews
with international media outlets, including Huffington
post, Vanity Fair, CNN, Ebony News, South African
News, Radio France International, Al-Jazeera English,
Electronic Intifada, Vice News, Press TV, and Spanish A demonstration in front of the UN offices

Radio. demanding the end of the attack on Gaza

The organization was interviewed by local and Arabic media, including Ma'an News Agency, Palestine TV, Al-Jazeera, Shams
Radio, Ajyal Radio, Raya Radio, Voice of Prisoners, Al-Agsa TV, Al-Quds TV, Al-Arabia, Falasteeniat, and others, totaling 75
interviews.

Addameer is working on developing its website, content wise. It is expected that the website will be launched in 2015.

The number of followers of the Facebook page of Addameer increased by 37% to reach 8935. The number of followers on
twitter also increased by 40% to reach 9423.




Speaking Tours and International Conferences:

The number of participations of Addameer in tours and conferences increased in 2014. The majority of these participations
were based on invitations to the organization to present the status of prisoners, reflecting a high measure of trust and
confidence in the professionalism of the organization.

The Advocacy and Lobbying Unit participated in a European tour that included 5 countries, during which it held 21 public
meetings in 19 cities. During the tour, Addameer met with local organizations, student movements, parliamentarians, solidarity
groups with Palestine, and the Palestinian delegation in some countries.

Addameer was invited by the Committee on the Exercise of the Inalienable Rights of the Palestinian People to participate in
roundtable discussion about Palestinian prisoners. The organization presented an intervention on International Tribunals and
prospects of their application in the issue of Palestinian prisoners.

Addameer was invited by Masarat Center to participate in a workshop on transitional justice in Palestine, and studying the
Moroccan experience. Addameer presented the issue of prisoners and prospects of transitional justice in this context.

Addameer participated in a tour in the Basque, and a training in universal jurisdiction with Solidarity International - a partner of
Addameer. Numerous meetings took place with the Municipality of Vitoria and local human rights organizations.

Addameer was invited once again to Basque country by partners Sodepaz to participate in the summer program of Pamplona
University. The tour included meetings with the lawyers syndicate, solidarity groups, and Mayor of San Sebastian.

The organization was invited to participate in a conference about political prisoners in Colombia. The conference hosted
representatives and participants from countries like Argentina, Chile, and Basque country. Addameer participated in visitation
of prisons in Bogota, met local organizations, gave a lecture about Palestinian prisoners with the boycott group, in addition to
journalistic interviews.

The organization was invited to participate in the annual conference of the American Studies Association in California, and
presented a paper on the status of Palestinian political prisoners, oppressive policies, and the struggles of the prisoners
movement. The foundation organized a tour with a number of local organizations, including National Lawyers Syndicate, and
Students for Justice in Palestine in 9 locations, including Los Angeles, San Diego, San Francisco, Berkley, Oakland, and
Sacramento.

Addameer participated in numerous conferences about the issue of Palestinian prisoners in France, organized by local solidarity

groups.
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EU and Other States:

Addameer continues to supply the EU and numerous states with information about issues of administrative detention,
particularly hunger strikes, in addition to arrest of human rights defenders and Palestinian Legislative Council members.

The Advocacy and Lobbying Unit focused its information to the EU on the following issues: colleague Ayman Nasser, the child
Tareq Abu Khdeir from Jerusalem who was brutally assaulted after the murder of his cousin Mohammad Abu Khdeir, the hunger
strike of administrative detainees, the mass arrest campaigns after the disappearance of the settlers, the military assault on
Gaza; and imposed collective punishment measures.

In cooperation with Physicians for Human Rights, Al-Hag, and organizations of the Palestinian Human Rights Organizations
Council, during the hunger strike and assault on Gaza, Addameer met with a number of representatives of European States,
to discuss administrative detention, hunger strikes, and the draft force-feeding law. Two letters were submitted to the High
Representative of the European Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy Mrs. Catherine Ashton about the hunger strike and
collective punishments. In June 2014, Mrs. Ashton released a statement about the hunger strike and administrative detention.

International Delegations and Visits to Military Courts:

Annually, Addameer receives annually dozens of delegations that visit the occupied territory to view the reality of the
situation, all while the issue of prisoners has become of one of the important topics within the programs of these delegations.
The organization met, in 2014, with 43 delegations that consisted of 569 individuals; these delegations varied between
diplomatic visitors, university students, and international activists from countries such as France, Brazil, United States, Spain,
Basque, Belgium, Norway, Germany, and South Africa.

Many solidarity groups now consider Addameer a primary and main source of information, and maintain contact and meetings
with the organization, including Harvard University, Interfaith Peace-Builders, American Friends Service Committee, Ecumenical
Accompaniment Programme in Palestine and Israel, and French Solidarity Group.

In 2014, Addameer coordinated for 85 visits to military courts that included 211 visitors, almost double the number of
visitations in 2013. It also organizes visits for diplomatic representatives, international lawyers, researchers, and international
activists. Normally, the organization conducts a meeting with the visitors to brief them in on all relevant details about court
procedures and military judiciary process.




In cooperation with Physiclans for Human Rights, Adalah - Center for Arab Minority RIghis In Is@el, and Al Mezan Center for
Human Rights, Addameer submitted 2 complaint on the draft law on force-feeding to the Spedal Rapporteurs on Torture and
the Right to Health. Both rapporteurs separately Issued statements strongly condemning the draft law and forced feeding.

Duwring the hunger strike of administrative detalnees, Addameer sent 3 letter to the Secretary General of the UM ML Ban Kl-
moon, signed by the Ministry of Detainees and Ex-Detalnees, and another 17 human rights organizations. Addameer also held
2 meeting with the Office of the High Commissionar for Human Rights (OHCHR) In the ocoupled temitory. Durlng the hungar
strika In June, the Seoetary General released 2 statement on the hunger strike and adminsrative detention.

Through direct lobbying at the international level in targeting various United Nations bodies, the European Union, and different
States, alongside indirect lobbying through international solidarity groups, grassroots organizations, and legal organizations,
Addameer seeks to hold the Israeli occupation accountable to its grave violations of prisoners and detainees rights.

The Advocacy and Lobbying Unit continued to develop the relationship and work with various UN bodies, particularly through
the special procedures mechanisms. The organization participated in the consultative meeting of the Working Group on Arbitrary
Detention, in September 2014, to place international standards that identify arbitrary detention cases; Addameer was the only
Palestinian organization who participated in this workshop.

Addameer also participated in the 27th Session of the Human Rights Council; during this participation, Addameer held a
meeting with the head of the Working Group on Arbitrary Detention, another with the Special Rapporteur on Human Rights
Defenders, participated in an activity with Al Khoi organization on the detainment of Palestinian children, and met with
the Special Rapporteur to the occupied Palestinian territory Mr. Makarim Wibisono in Amman to brief him on the situation of
prisoners.

The organization met with the International Commission of Inquiry on the Gaza Conflict, and presented information about
arrest campaigns and violations perpetrated by the occupation forces, particularly in Jerusalem, Hebron, and the Gaza Strip.
The organization accompanied the testimony of the sister of an administrative detainee who was on hunger strike, and a child
who is an ex-prisoner from Jerusalem was prevented from travel to Amman to give his testimony before the commission. The
organization presented to the commission dozens of cases and testimonies of administrative detainees, children, and members
of parliament, who were subjected to torture and abuse to the Commission.

The organization submitted a paper to the Working Group on the Issue of Human Rights and Transnational Corporations and
Other Business Enterprises about the complicity of G4S. It also submitted a communication for urgent action to the Working
Group on Arbitrary Detention in the case of Ahmad Rimawi. Addameer submitted three communications for urgent action to the
Special Rapporteur on Human Rights Defenders on the cases of Bushra Tawil, Shireen Issawi, and Murad Shteiwi.

Addameer maintalns communications with several of Intemational solidarity groups In the United States and Europe annually,
and supplles them with information about prisonars and the complcty of G45 In grave violations of thelr fights. For example,
Addameer prepared a joint letter with the solidarity campalgn In Belgium, addressed to the Municlpality of Ghent on the
comiracts between the municipality and G45. Additionally, Addameer addressed a letter to the Irish povernment, as per the
request of the ireiand Palestine solidarity campalgn, on Contracts with G45.

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G4S Campaign:

Addameer continued its coordination of this campaign with the Boycott National Committee (BNC) and the UK-based organization
War on Want. The Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation was targeted, after Addameer found that the foundation had an investment
worth of 170 million dollars in G4S. More than 100 international organizations joined the campaign. On the occasion of the
Palestinian Prisoners’' Day, Addameer started launching daily statements via media carrying the picture of Bill Gates.

Addameer sent a letter to the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, handed in personally to the company by a group of American
activists, in addition to a petition with approximately 12, 000 signhatories. The campaign received good media coverage, and
brought about highly satisfactory results, as the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation subsequently divested from G4S.

Addameer released a documentary film about
the complicity of G4S in the war crimes of the
Israeli occupation. The film earned more than
6800 views by the end of 2014.

The Board of Directors of G4S decided in June
2014 to announce the termination of contracts

with the Israeli Occupation State after three
years of the end of the current contracts. This
decision was made despite the report of a
legal expert hired by the company to prepare
a study on the responsibility of the company
in being complicit in war crimes, which has
denied responsibility.

Addameer decidad to foous on three core toplcs, amaong the mamy that could be chosen within the Issues of prisoners. The first
toplc 1s adminlstrative detention, which Addamesr dedicates 2 campalgn for since 2009; the second toplc Is tha Imprisonmeant
of human rights defenders, particularly following the Inorease In targeting Palestinian activists durng the past years; the
third campalgn IS the International campalgn launched In 2013 agalnst the securlty company G45. Addameer declded to hait
the Implementation of the campalgn “Prisoners at Risk, " which was Implemented over the past years. Additionally, It was
decided that the spacdial cases that were highlightad In the campaign would be Integrated In the curment campalgns, or would

be highlighted Individually on 3 temporary basis.

Administrative Detention Campaign:

Addameer continuousiy and closely foliowed up the hunger sirike
of administrative detalneas over the perod of 63 days. The Esue of
administrative detalness was presented throughout the activities of the
Advoracy and Lobbying Unit, particularly In meetings with diplomatic and
Erassroots delegations, external tours, med|a imterviews, social media
tools, and other outlets. Addamesr contributed to the Inmtemational Day
of Solidarity with Administrative Detalnees through soclial medla, where
e campalgn “Water and 5alt™ was unched on Twitter, the number
of participants In the campalgn reached 2 millon, and the number of
views reached 6 millon. Addameer 2150 prepared an INtroductory legal
publication used by 2Ctivists about administrative detentlon, n3ddition
toa map of the prisons, and 2 personal Introductory card of administrative
detalness on hungar strike.

Addameer held 3 press conference foousing on the hunger strike, with
the participation of Palestinian Human Riphts Organizations Councll,
and an ex-a0ministrative detalnee that particpated In the hunger
strike for approximately 40 days. The ofganization also produced two
photopraphed testimonles with ex-administrative detainees; the
testimonlies were dlstributed wvia soflal media

In 2014, and particularly during the hunger strike of administrative detainees, Addameer, alongside PHROC, issued a number
of press statements about the strike and administrative detention. It also sent a number of letters to the UN and EU to intervene
and pressure the occupation state to end the policy of administrative detention.

Addameer participated with the Network, Supreme Commission, and other organizations in the majority of the local activities
in support of prisoners during the hunger strike, and being continuously present in solidarity tents, supply local press and
media with the necessary information about the strike and administrative detention.

On a semi-daily basis, the organization coordinated during the hunger strike with the organization Physicians for Human
Rights, on issues concerning the medical conditions of prisoners on hunger strike, and violations they are subjected to in the
hospitals they are transferred to. The organization issued a number of joint statements with Physicians for Human Rights,
Adalah- Center for Arab Minority Rights in Israel, Al Mezan Center for Human Rights, the Public Committee Against Torture,
and Al-Hag on the draft force-feeding law.

Addameer communicated with a number of international human rights organizations and networks to supply them with
information about the issues of prisoners, and encourage them to intervene, particularly in the issues of administrative
detention and hunger strikes. These organizations include: Amnesty International, Human Rights Watch, Diakonia, Premiére
Urgence - Aide Medicale International, and International Network Against Torture, which issued an urgent statement during
the hunger strike based on information supplied by Addameer. The organization also supplied the Inter-Parliamentary Union
with information about Palestinian Legislative Council members who are held in detention, and particularly after their number
increased during the assault on Gaza to reach 29, the majority of which under administrative detention.

Addameer, in partnership with Defense for Children International, and Hurryyat Center prepared three factsheets about
prisoners, which were presented to the World Council of Churches. The council chose to focus during the “Week of Peace”
worldwide on the issue of Palestinian prisoners. The council also produced a booklet about Palestinian prisoners that included
the papers of Addameer; the booklet was distributed to more than 48 divisions worldwide during Palestine Solidarity Week in
September 2014.

Addameer also organized a 1-week investigative visit for a delegation from National Lawyers Guild from the United States
during May. The delegation consisted of the current president of the guild and previous presidents. The delegation visited
the military court, met a number of ex-detainees and prisoners, met various local organizations, and undertook a number
of field visitations to become familiarized with the issues of settlements, the Annexation Wall, unrecognized villages, and
other issues. The delegation issued a report on administrative detention that was presented in the annual conference of the
syndicate. This report is considered as a very important advocacy and lobbying tool in the United States. Addameer contributed
through this report in spreading the message of hundreds of activists, human rights defenders, and stakeholders in human
rights issues in general. Addameer also opened a new network of relations that the organization through the tour conducted in
November 2014 in the United States.




In 3ddition to the Importance of regular visits to prisons and field visits as means of data collection, It also plays an Important
part In developing the relationship of Addameer with prisoners, detainees, thelr family members, and the local community
at large. During the hunger strike, and since the Israell Prison Service carried out collectiva punishment against ail prisoners
by canceling family visitatlon, Addameer communicated with prisoners’ familkas on a dally basls, and undertook visitation to
prisons and hospitals almost on 3 dally basls, as the onganization served as the window of prisoners to the outside world. The
field visItation contributed to developing 3 very important network of relations with the local community, and particularty local
Organizations.

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Result 2: Activate the role of Addameer in national, regional, and international aliances and
networks that support and work on issues of prisoners and detainees

Addameer continued to develop Its network of refations with organizations, allances, and networks concemed with the
Palestinian cause in general and Palestinian prisoners In particular. The organization belleves that these ralations are a strategic
strength to our work In disseminating the Issue of prisoners, and recrult support locally and Internationaily.

Locally. Addameer is 3 membear of the Palestinian NGO Metwork, Falestinian Human Rights Organizations Councll (PHROC), and
Suprame Commission for Prisoners. Addamesr 2lso continuowsly cooperatas with other stakeholder organizations, Including
Palestinlan Soclety Prisoners Cub, Defemse for Children International-Palestine, Hurryyat, and Ministry of Detainees and Ex-
Detalness, which became the Commission of Detalness and Ex-Detalnees Affalrs during the middie of the year.




The visits are conducted within a previously specified methodology and goals in line with the annual work plan. Data collection
mechanisms rely on affidavits, and individual interviews as per professional documentation criteria. This information is gathered
and classified into a database for the unit, to be used in legal proceedings and in the publication of reports and studies.

The studies included 24 prisoners who have undertaken individual hunger strikes during the year to monitor their health
conditions, conditions of detainment, and punitive measures they are subjected to during their strikes. The visits also covered
38 medical cases; these cases were documented and their medical files were obtained and then transferred to medical
organizations specialized in the health conditions of prisoners, including Physicians for Human Rights, Hurryyat, and others.

The visits documented 21 affidavits, 4 of which on hunger strikes, particularly involving handcuffing the prisoners to beds in
hospitals while receiving treatment, and the treatment received from medical teams. 11 affidavits focused on torture, abuse,
and degrading treatment by intelligence officers and occupation forces during arrest, another on attempted murder during
arrest when occupation forces opened fire directly on the prisoner, and 2 statements on deliberate medical neglect.

On a daily basis, the unit monitors arrest statistics and other relevant publications on prisoners by professional legal
organizations, and different media outlets. This information, alongside other information monitored during visits and field
research is used for updating the special lists of issues of administrative detainees, children, female prisoners, members
of parliament, and others in fact sheets periodically prepared by Addameer. This makes Addameer an important source for
researchers, international organizations, local organizations, media, and other stakeholders in the prisoners and detainees
sector. The organization also uses this information in the production of individual stories, reports, studies, and an electronic
newsletter, in addition to other publications of the organization.

Addameer monitors assaults perpetrated by settlers and pertaining to detainments, as well as violations perpetrated by
occupation forces during arrests. This takes places through periodic field visits to all targeted locations in the occupied territory.
In 2014 the organization conducted 26 field visits to Bethlehem, Nablus, Jenin, Dheisheh refugee camp, Aida refugee camp,
Aroub refugee camp, Jenin refugee camp, Qalandiya refugee camp, Birzeit, Ramallah, Hebron, Yatta, Beit Ummar, Kufr
Kadoum, and Al-Walajeh. The organization documented incursions and associated vast violations, particularly in cases of
premeditated murder, as was the case of Mutaz Washaha in Birzeit. Through the visits, Addameer collected 35 affidavits.

Due to the difficult situation of Jerusalem during 2014 through systematic targeting and wide-spread arrest campaigns, the
unit dedicated a field researcher and a lawyer to carry out legal aid and visitations particularly for Jerusalem. The unit undertook
83 field visits, and documented 77 affidavits on torture, arrest of children, house arrests, bails, and other legal procedures.




Second Specific Goal:

Ensure Accountability for Crimes and Violations perpetrated by Occupation Forces against Prisoners,
Detainees, and their Families.

Through monitoring and documenting violations that prisoners, detainees, and their families are subjected to during various
points of arrest, Addameer seeks to preserve this information in a practical manner, and gather the largest possible amount of
evidence to hold the occupation accountable for grave violations of Palestinian prisoners’ and detainees’ rights.

Addameer realizes that that accountability does not succeed only through local or international judiciary, but on the contrary.
Unfortunately, on the local level, chances are bleak to hold war criminals accountable, as a result of a systematic policy practiced
by the occupation forces to evade punishment. This takes place under a legal cover provided for by legislation and judiciary.

As such, Addameer believes that international pressure, particularly on official bodies like the United Nations and States parties
to the Geneva Conventions, should bear fruit if these parties abide to their responsibility in accordance with International
Humanitarian Law and International Human Rights Law.

Addameer works on developing its network of relations on the regional and international levels to disseminate the cause of
Palestinian prisoners and detainees, and ensure support of them and their rights through legal and human rights work, and
advocacy and lobbying campaigns. These are based on guarantees of international law, particularly the right of peoples to self-
determination.

To achieve this vision, the organization works on accomplishing 4 results within this goal:

Result 1: Monitor, document, and disseminate violations prisoners and detainees are subjected to

during arrest, detainment, or thereafter.

The Documentation and Research unit conducted 137 periodic visits to detention centers and prisons in 2014, visiting 392
prisoners and detainees. The visits monitored methods of torture and abuse used in interrogation and detention centers, in
addition to document conditions of detention in cells. Regarding central prisons, the following was monitored: health conditions,
the right to access of appropriate treatment, right to education, disciplinary punishment, conditions of transfer from and to
the prison, cases of oppression and violence by special forces inside prisons, night raids and associated violations, conditions
of solitary confinement, administrative detention, particularly conditions of detainment of hunger strikers, and conditions of

female and young prisoners.




The organization fell short of Implementing the necessary number (15 meatings) of public meeting entitled “Know Your RIghts”,
due to the high legal work load In 2014 as a result of amest campalgns and hunger strikes. This also affected the ability to
produwce radio eplsodes tarpeting prisoners Inslde prisons.

Result 3: Attorneys undertaking legal representation of prisoners and detainees, and law students
have the knowledge and expertise on military judicial system

Addameer developed during the past years a good relationship with Law Faculties In Palestinian Universitles, especially those
that dedicated a program for 2 course on Legal Cinics, whera [aw students are trained In practical aspects of monitoring human
rights violations.

In 2014, Addameer trained students of the Legal CHnIC in Al-Quds University. 16 students recelved tralning In documentation
mechanlsms; the training fooused on the most Important criterla and mechanlsms o monltor and document viokations [nordar
to prepare legal files to hold perpetrators of violiztions accountable, In accordance with Intemational documentation criteria.
The organization also Implementad this tralning with 21 students In the Right to Education Campalgn In Birzeit University.
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Result 2: Provide legal and human rights awareness related to arrests for prisoners, their families,
and general public

Addameer provides legal and human rights awareness-raising activities in different forms. These include visitations to prisoners
and detainees in detention centers, interrogation centers, and prisons, direct meetings with parents of prisoners and detainees
at Addameer, public meetings organized in various villages and cities, or through using the local media to maximize reach of
prisoners and public audience via television or radio episodes that focus on specific imprisonment or detainment issue.

Addameer organized 7 public meetings in 2014, in cooperation with local organizations, including municipalities, public centers,
and youth centers. Jerusalem was allotted the largest portion of these meeting due to the mass arrest campaign that affected
the city; as such, 3 meeting were organized entitled "Know Your Rights” in cooperation with the Prisoners Committee in the
city and other organizations.

During the hunger strike of administrative detainees, Addameer conducted 3 open meetings that focused on administrative
detention. The meetings were held in Dheisheh refugee camp, Nablus city, and Birzeit in cooperation with the Right to Education
campaign. Addameer also held a public meeting in Jifna village about the Palestinian female prisoners.

The organization participated in a special seminar held on the occasion of the Palestinian Prisoners Day, organized by Al-Quds
Open University. In the seminar, Addameer presented the status of prisoners and the role of human rights organizations in
supporting them.

The organization also produced a television episode that focused on the release of prisoners, and the amendment in military
orders to give occupation forces the chance to re-arrest them based on secret materials.

Addameer participated in dozens of radio and television episodes that focused on administrative detention and hunger strikes.
The organization also participated in the press conference during the open hunger strike, in cooperation with Commission of
Detainees and Ex-Detainees Affairs, and Palestinian Society Prisoner's Club.

The organization provided the necessary information about administrative detention, hunger strikes, and draft law on forced
feeding to journalists and local media, and particularly on the Day of Solidarity with Administrative Detainees, through an open
media day.




The prosecution submitted 6 appeals In detentlon cases followed-up by Addameer; the appeals were rejected and the detalnees

were released Preceding the appeal of the prosecution in ene administrative detention case, the condition of non-extension of
administrative detention was cancelled.

The legal unit followead-up 12 cases of torture 2nd prevention of family visitation. Another ase. In cooperation with Adalan,
Involved the hanocwifing of prisoners In hospital beds during hunger strike; unfortunately, the case was dismissed. Family
visltation permits were granted in Twio cases. Inone torture case there was consent to allow one family member to accompany
the ex-detalnes to submit his statements on torture. Another torture (ase was Cosed because of the refusal of the ex-detalnee

The legal unit faced numerous challenges and difficulties In 2014, the hardest of which 15 tha administrative oetention of the

coordinator of the unit, colleague Ayman Masser. The Israell prison service prevented many visitations during hunger strikes
and delayed other visis.




The legal unit received 756 new cases in 2014, the majority of which (556 cases) were from Jerusalem. This is due to the
deterioration in the overall situation after the killing of child Mohammad Abu Khdeir. The legal unit received an additional 200
cases from other areas in the occupied territory.

There was a notable increase in the targeting of children in 2014. Addameer received 229 children cases, 527 adult cases, and
followed up 6 cases of women who were detained and arrested.

Attorneys followed up 2969 court sessions, distributed as follows:; 1482 arrest follow-up, 170 interrogation follow-up, 1191
court proceedings, and 126 administrative detention sessions. Lawyers regularly make use of all legal procedures available at
their disposal through the judicial, military, and civil systems, including appeals, and motions to the Supreme Court, if necessary.
Lawyers submitted 125 appeals in 2014, 7 of which to the Supreme Court, and 75 in administrative detention cases.

The attorneys, through legal follow-up in first degree courts, succeeded in releasing 67 detainees without restrictions or
conditions, while 333 released under conditions like bail or house arrest. The lawyers also succeeded in later amending the
release conditions of 11 cases, and reduce detention or interrogation period in 280 cases, as well as getting reduced sentences
compared to the demands of the military and civil prosecution for 42 detainees, amend indictments for 33 others and write-off
part of the charges against them, and obtain complete “not guilty” verdict on all charges for two detainees. Additionally, one
detainee was given time-served (during trial) as the sentence, and in another case find the detention period sufficient with
a suspended sentence of six months, and then release the prisoner on bail after submitting the indictment; unfortunately, an
administrative detention order was issued to prevent his release.

Addameer lawyers were all successful in obtaining confirmations of detention orders under the condition of not extending the
detention in 4 administrative detention cases, in addition to limiting administrative order time periods, without conditions, in
8 cases.

Lawyers submitted 131 appeals in 2014, 7 of which to the Supreme Court in administrative detention cases. Lawyers were
successful in one of the administrative detention cases of reducing the sentence from 6 to 4 months, while in another 75
appeals to military courts in administrative detention cases, lawyers successfully reduced sentences in 5 cases, and in 1 case
the appeal was withdrawn in exchange for promises of not extending the administrative detention. Lawyers also submitted 23
appeals on extension of detainment, 5 of which were accepted and the detention period was shortened, while in another case
the defendant was released on bail. Lawyers submitted 11 sentence appeals, and were successful in reducing the sentences
in 5; also, 7 appeals were submitted on extension of detention during interrogation, 2 of which were successful. An appeal on
refusal of reducing sentencing by one third was rejected; alternatively, an appeal was accepted to change the amount of bail
from 20, 000 shekels to 1, 000 shekels.




The number of Palestinian detainees and prisoners increased significantly in 2014. Arrest campaigns targetted all areas,
particularly Jerusalem after the killing of child Mohammad Abu Khdeir, and the systematic assaults on the demonstrations
that condemned the crime. The military assault on Gaza led to the detainment of tens of its residents, most of which were
released shortly after, while the families of the majority of which were not informed of their detainment. Arrest campaigns also
took place in Palestinian cities beyond the green line due to the demonstrations against the assault on Gaza, where tens of
political and social activists were arrested. Additionally, Legislative Council members from the Reform and Change Block were
systematically targeted, resulting in the number of detained parliamentarians reaching 27 in July 2014.

The staff of the organization, through its different units, worked to ensure the protection of Palestinian prisoners and detainees
from violations inflicted upon them during arrests, and later in the different stages they face. Additionally, their families were
supported to face these violations.

Addameer believes that the policy of detentions that targets all Palestinian segments will not end except with the end of the
occupation and the attainment of the right of the Palestinian people to self-determination. As such, the vision of Addameer
relies on the frameworks of international human rights law and international humanitarian law. International instruments and
standards to ensure respect of human rights and accountability form the general framework of the programs of the organization.

The legal unit of Addameer supports prisoners, detainees, and their families through the provision of legal and human rights
support, raising their awareness, enhancing the awareness of the local community on prisoners’ and detainees' rights, expose
the violations they are subjected to, and working to ensure the holding of the perpetrators of such violations accountable.

First Specific Goal:

Support Prisoners, Detainees, and their Families to Face Practices and Policies of Torture, Punitive
Measures, and Degrading Treatment

This goal is achieved through three results that Addameer seeks to accomplish through various activities, primarily implemented
by the legal unit in cooperation with other units.

Result 1: Professional and specialized legal and human rights services are provided in a timely
manner, and in accordance with international human rights law and international humanitarian law.

First Strategic Goal:

Contribute To Ending Israeli Violations in Treatment of Prisoners, Detainees,

and Their Families During Detainment and Imprisonment
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Addameer succeeded in continuing to offer provision of legal and human rights support for all cases that approached the
organization, periodically undertaking visits to all detention and arrest centers to monitor and document violations, and
succeeding locally and internationally in supporting prisoners through advocacy and lobbying campaigns. These successes
were despite the circumstances and the continued targeting of the occupation forces of the organization, by perpetuating the
prohibition on Addameer chairperson Mr. Abdul Latif Gaith from entering the remainder of the West Bank, arrest of Legal Unit
Coordinator Mr. Ayman Nasser, and travel bans placed on a number of employees preventing them from leaving the occupied
Palestinian territory. In this report, we present both our successes and shortcomings.

The total number of Palestinian prisoners and detalnees In oCccupation prisons and detention centers Increased from 5000
2t the end of May 2014 to 6500 as 3 result of the military assault om Gaza, and military Incwrslons in [ernesalem and othar
WWast Bank citles. The number of administrative detalnees Increased from 138 to 550 Also, approximately 6000 persons
were arrested In 2014; this Increase In numbers demonsirate the Insistence of the occupation State to completely control the
Palestinian soclety. This Is In addition to opressing the soclety, subjecting It to collective punishment, and targeting hundreds
of chilldren annually seeking In the long run to compromise [ts structure and prospects of development.

Addameer recelved 736 new cases that required legal assistance, 556 of whilch from |erusalem, S27 aoults and 229 chilkdren,
and 6 Cases were women 2nd 750 were men. This noted Increase In the number of detainees In jeruszlem prompted Addamesar
to channel efforts and provide legal support, and monitor 2nd document violations through Increasing the number of attomeys,
and activate coordination and cooparation with other legal organizations working In the field.

Human rights violations ware not only perpetrated by the occupation forces In 2014, Unfortunately, this year there was 3
notable Increase In prosecutions and amests undertaken by securtty forces of the PA. Also dearly noted was tha usea of torure
and abuse against detainees, despite the ratification of the Convention Against Torture; the palicy of non-compllance with the
decislons of Palestinian court 3lso persisted, particularly in terms of release of detainess.

The varlous securlty forces tarpeted people, 3s well s university students, In solidarity with administrative detainees on
hunger strike In some Palestinlam cities. Addameer followed up 28 detainment cases durlng 2014; unfortunately, the sacurlty
forces continued to prevent the organization's lawyer from meeting the detainees during Interrogation and cetantion.
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Introduction

The year 2014 witnessed a notable deterioration in the status of human rights in the occupied Palestinian territory. This came
as a consequence of the racial policies practiced by the occupation forces, which additionally increased severe violations of
rights of Palestinians on various levels.

The government of the occupation refrained from meeting their obligations towards the Palestinian Authority (PA). This took
place through refusing to release the fourth and last installment of pre-Oslo Palestinian prisoners and detainees, who were
scheduled to be released by the end of March 2014. This promoted the PA to announce the termination of bilateral negotiations,
and accede to 19 IHRL and IHL instruments. This being a very important step to ensure internal protection of rights. However,
if the PA adheres to the standards set out in these convention, the occupation forces have used this step to escalate its
oppressive policies.

Administrative detainees launched an open hunger strike on 24 April to protest the policy of administrative detention. During
the 63 day strike, the detainees were subjugated to collective punishment, including solitary confinement and deprivation
of family visits. The Israeli Prison Services also took the initiative to submit a draft law that permits it to force feed prisoners
on hunger strike; the draft law was adopted in its first reading. It is worth noting that the World Health Organization considers
force-feeding a form of cruel and inhuman treatment that amounts to torture.

The administrative detainees had to end their hunger strike without seeing through any results after the disappearance of three
settlers near Hebron. The military incursion undertook by the occupation forces in the occupied West Bank under pretences of
search was the most severe in years, and was described by the United Nations General Assembly as amounting to collective
punishment, which is prohibited under international law. It is worth noting that it was later revealed that the occupation forces
were aware of the death of the three settlers from the first day.

The military assault that followed in Gaza beginning on 8 July led to the murder of 2204 Palestinian civilians, 530 of which
were children. It destroyed complete neighborhoods over the heads of its residents and displaced hundreds of thousands of
Palestinians. The occupation forces continued to target other Palestinian cities during its assault on Gaza, and repressed
marches and demonstrations protesting the assault on Gaza inside the occupying State itself, which led to the murder of 14
Palestinians in the West Bank, and the detainment of thousands. Jerusalem witnessed the highest degree of violence during
these military assaults, particularly after the murder of child Mohammad Abu Khdeir, and the arrest of more than 850 persons
in less than 2 months.
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Addameer Assoclation does not consider that protection and defense of prisoners s limited to following-up Cases durlng
Intermogation, trial, or [ife inside prisonars, albelt Its Importance. It asplres and seeks 1o advance the Issue of prisoners as a
political and international Issua through Institutions of International legiimacy 2nd all stakeholders relevant toending violztions
of human rights principles, and crimes of the occupation perpetrated agzainst the Palastinian paople who 2re subjected to
Imprisonment, detention, torture, and death.

The cwrrent status of the oocupation ks characterized by the Increase In the Intensity of the conflict and the brutality of the
oCcupation, In the utter cestruction of everything partaining to human fghts on 2l levels, and particularly in connectlon to
armests and detainment. This Justifies and necesshates the presence of 3 strong, effactive, and developed organization like
Addameer. Addameer would not be as such If It was not for the consolidation of efforts and support by donors, partmers,
friends, volunteers, beneficlaries, and first and foremost the family of Addameer, starting with the employeas undar the
managemant of the Executive Director, moving to the General Assemibly, and concluding with the Board of Dinectors.
